When will the Anti-Christ rear his destructive and ugly head????
I John 2:18-22
THE Christ:
Matt. 22:42  Son of David to rule Israel and the world
John 7:31   Performs signs
Luke 24:46  Suffer death and rise on the third day
John 12:34  Remains forever
God gave us an overview, from Nebuchadnezzar’s time in 605 BC, on to the coming of Jesus Christ and the setting up of His kingdom that endures forever and ever, in the statue of Daniel 2.
“Mountain” is another word for kingdom.
“King” and “kingdom” are synonymous.
605 BC   Lion – Babylon
539 BC   Bear – Medes-Persians
331 BC   Leopard – Greece  Has 4 heads which are a symbol of what happened when Alexander the Great died and 4 kings came up in his place. God was laying out history for us. 
(Look at your notes from last week for this review)
Epiphanes means manifest or splendid. He magnified himself.
The Macabean Period 165-63 BC, so Israel was in control of their own land.
In 63 BC, the DT Beast, Rome rules and is ruling when Jesus is born.
Only 4 kingdoms until Christ comes and sets up HIS kingdom.
When the Anti-Christ comes:
1. He must come out of a political entity and it must be identified with that dreadful and terrifying beast, that 4th kingdom. 
Dan. 7:7 Fourth beast that is different than all the others, tramples down and brings under control all the other beasts.
Dan. 7:8 Eyes like the eyes of a man and a mouth that boasts.
The Anti-Christ will come out of the 10 horns as a little horn. You will have a kingdom, with 10 horns, then out of those 10 horns will come a little horn that conquers 3 of those horns.
Dan. 7:11, 16-18  The saints take over at the last kingdom.
Dan. 7:19-20 
Dan. 7:21-22 That horn was waging war with the saints. Conflict with the little horn and the saints, but the little horn wins/overcomes them UNTIL The Ancient of Days came.
Dan. 7:23-24 No more major kingdoms after this one. It will devour, tread down and crush the WHOLE earth.
You know that there has to be some sort of a revival of this 4th beast/kingdom. Maybe that’s what makes it different.
That beast has 10 horns and then the little horn on it (11). The antichrist can only arise AFTER we see this kingdom arise.
Whoever this one is that comes up, will subdue the three kings, and the others bow/yield to him.
Dan. 7:25 He speaks out against the Most High God and goes after the saints, wars with them and overcomes them. Saints will be given into his hands for time, times and half a time.   3 ½ years
Dan. 7:26-27 His kingdom will be everlasting
2. 1st King
10 Kings, Horns
The Little Horn – The Anti-Christ in power for 3 ½ years
3. His rise to power can be seen in Revelation 6:1
1st Seal: One going forth conquering (present participle which means continual) and to conquer (aorist tense which means at a point in time)
Rev. 6:1-2 When someone rode a white horse, it was a symbol that they were going forth to conquer. Riding on a donkey meant they were coming in peace.
This victor’s crown is something that was bestowed on him. 
The breaking of the seals is significant because it signifies a new segment of time in the book of Revelation.
There is some sort of political entity on the earth at this time.
This one that goes forth conquering and to conquer is an individual.
You already have 10 horns, and this little horn, going forth, but he is not yet in power. He is just making his move and WILL be shown to be The Anti-Christ.
Dan. 9:27 Prophesy of 70 weeks that will happen to Israel.
This prophesy begins when the Medes and Persians are ruling in 445 BC when a decree goes forth to rebuild and restore Jerusalem. 490 years are in this prophesy and it goes until Jesus Christ comes riding on a donkey into Jerusalem. 
After 483 years, two things happen.
Dan. 9:26 The cross and the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 AD by the Roman Empire; the 4th beast.
Dan. 9:27 The people of the prince who is to come…Rome.
“week” equals 7 year period, in the context of Daniel.
When the first seal is broken, could possibly be the time of Daniel 9:27 when a covenant is made for 7 years (1 week), then it is broken. You have 3 ½ years when it is kept, and 3 ½ years when it is broken. At the end of that 3 ½ years, the Anti-Christ is destroyed.
4. At the time of the 1st  Seal a covenant is signed with the many
Sometime around this 1st Seal, a Temple is being built in order to have sacrifice and grain offerings.
5. From the 1st Seal through the 6th Trumpet is the ministry of the two Witnesses.     2nd Woe is over, one more to go.
Rev. 10:7 
Rev. 11:1-2 So by this time, you have people worshipping in the Temple.
The last 3 ½ years of Daniel 7.
Rev. 11:3-7 
Beast that comes out of the abyss (a place to refer to where the demons and the dead are kept) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Rev. 6:2 The Anti-Christ comes out of this kingdom, out of the ten horns and he is going forth conquering and to conquer, somewhere near the end of the 3 ½ years, that man dies. A mortal wound kills him, but he is resurrected from the dead. When that happens, he then, is able to put to death the 2 witnesses that have been troubling the earth. It implies that this is an easy time for Israel: this first 3 ½ years. This causes the world to be amazed and to worship the beast because Satan gives him his power.
Rev. 11:7-18 
The last 3 ½ years the conflict of the ages are boiled down to the conflict of The Christ against the Anti-Christ.
From this point on you have the Anti-Christ manifested for who he is. He is seen for who he is.
Rev. 17:7-11 The mystery of the beast
The beast carries Babylon, and has 7 heads and 10 horns. 
He comes out of the abyss, the place of the dead.
He was, is not and will come…..
7 heads, 7 mountains, 7 kings
The beast goes to destruction.
Five have fallen.
One is…….One is Rome (6th one which existed when John was writing)
Rome must be revived 
1st    Egypt
2nd   Assyria
3rd    Lion    Babylonian Empire
4th    Bear    Medes-Persians                              Fallen
5th    Leopard   Greece    
6th   Rome
7th   Rome revived
8th   Which is one of the 7, but when the 8th comes, the 7th remains only a little while.
In the days of The Anti-Christ, you have a revived 4th beast, Roman Empire. When that beast is revived, out of it comes the little horn. He is one of the 7, part of this kingdom, but becomes an 8th, takes over Rome at the middle of the 3 ½ years; he is the one singular power.
Rev. 17:10   When Rome comes back it must remain a little while: up until the 7th Trumpet.
