The Devil’s Beauty and the Devil’s Beast.
Remember that Satan does have a beauty, but it is deceptive and the beast desires to rule in your life.
Rev. 17:1, 15 The waters are peoples, multitudes, nations and tongues.
Rev. 17:2 This harlot has affected the whole world
Rev. 17:3 
In the Spirit
Rev. 1:10 John is carried away in the Spirit and sees Jesus
Rev. 4:2 John is carried away in the Spirit and caught up to heaven and sees the things that must shortly take place
Rev 17:3 John is carried away into the wilderness and he sees a woman sitting on a scarlet beast full of blasphemous names having 7 heads and 10 horns. 
Rev. 12:3  7 diadems: sign of royal dignity/kings.
Rev. 12:9 The great dragon, serpent of old, devil, Satan who deceives the whole world
Rev. 21:10 John is carried away to a great and high mountain and shown Jerusalem

Rev. 13:1                                                          7 kings
You have a woman fornicating with a kingdom that has Satan behind it. She is full of blasphemous names and so is the beast.
Rev. 17:3-5 Babylon the great has given birth to harlotry, all the abominations of the earth
Rev. 17:6-7 This woman, sitting on this beast, is intoxicated because she has drunk the blood of the martyrs, the witnesses of Jesus Christ. There is a mystery connected with the beast and this woman.
Rev. 17:7-8 Those who dwell on the earth do NOT have their names written in the book of life. They are lost. They will wonder WHEN they see the beast that he was, and is not, and will come. 
Rev. 17:9 Kingdoms were referred to as mountains
Dan. 2:44-45 The mountain represented a kingdom
Dan. 2:34-35 The stone became a great mountain and referred to a kingdom
Rev. 17:9-10 
(Refer to your notes from last week)
1 is: When John was writing Revelation, Rome was in power
Rome parallels with the 4th beast which is iron and then becomes iron and clay.
It parallels with the 4th beast before it has 10 horns
It parallels when it is simply iron but not yet iron and clay.
It parallels with the one that has not yet come and when it comes it must remain a little while.
It must be Rome again, but in a different form: with 10 horns.
Rev. 17:11 The beast which was and is not is himself, also, an 8th and is one of the 7, and goes to destruction.
Beast is one of the 7, is killed, comes back to life, and is the 8th. 
The beast is THE Anti-Christ. He rises and brings down 3 of the horns. 
Rev. 17:9-10 
How long is he going to remain? 
Rev. 6  Breaking of the 1st seal all the way to the 6th trumpet.
1st Seal						6th Trumpet/2nd woe        7th Trumpet

Little Horn conquering and to conquer

Process of the little horn coming up among the 10 and pushes out 3 of those kings and becomes larger than the rest: Happens at the 1st seal. These kings are not ruling over the whole earth yet. In the midst of all of this you have the little horn, conquering and going forth to conquer.
Rev. 11 You have 2 witnesses in conflict with the people of the earth
Rev. 12 The dragon is in conflict with a woman. The devil’s enemy – the woman. They have been in conflict since Genesis 3. That woman is Israel.
In the days of the 10 toes/10 horns, Rome is revived.
How long does the 7th head rule? A revived Roman Empire/4th Beast.
From the 1st seal all the way through to the 7th trumpet. THEN the Beast himself, the one that was, is not and is to come, rules.
He goes to destruction when Jesus comes again and rules for 1,000 years and casts him into the Lake of Fire.
Rev. 19 When the Beast and the False Prophet are thrown into the Lake of Fire.
Rev. 17:8, 11  Defined as the one that is, is not and is to come.
Rev. 13:1 On his 10 horns were 10 diadems, people that were rulers. These 7 kingdoms were opposed to God.
Rev. 13:2  Beast was like a leopard- Greece   Bear – Medes  Lion - Babylon
The dragon gave him his power, throne and authority. The dragon is the Devil. Rev. 12:9
Rev. 13:3 I saw ONE of his heads as if it had been slain. And his fatal wound was healed. One of those 7 heads was put to death, but it was healed.
Rev. 5:6 The Lamb, coming up to take the scroll from God who is sitting on the throne.
This Lamb was standing as if it had been slain. Same terminology as used in 13:3.
Out of all these world powers comes one individual, the Anti-Christ, whose ambition is to rule this earth and to rule over Israel: which is what the Christ is supposed to do, but not politically.
Rev. 13:3-4 Who is able to wage war against him? They saw him conquering
Rev. 11:3  His first act is to kill the 2 witnesses.
At the 1st seal you probably have a covenant made with Israel with this revived Roman Empire that is for 7 years. You need a rebuilt temple for sacrifice and during that time you have the 2 witnesses who are doing all sorts of terrible things to those who oppose them. They stay in power for 3 ½ years, then the beast himself, comes up out of the abyss and puts those 2 witnesses to death. THEN the world is amazed.

Rev. 17:8 
Rev. 17:12-14 Ten horns are ten kings who have not yet received their kingdoms. 
Beast is ruling, with him are 10 horns/kings and they come against the Lamb to make war. But the Lamb overcomes them and that’s the end. The stone crushing the statue on the 10 toes.
Rev. 17:15-16 Eventually the 10 horns and the beast are going to hate, destroy and burn the woman with fire. This woman/system is opposed to God.
Rev 17:17 God wants to destroy Babylon so He puts into the heart of the beast and the 10 kings that are ruling with him, to destroy her.
Rev. 17:17-18 The woman is the great city which reigns over the kings of the earth, not the kings of the 10 horns.
Rev. 12:5  Woman is Israel, the male son is Jesus.
Rev. 12:6 When does she flee into the wilderness? Where is the wilderness?
When: At the 7th trumpet
Rev. 12:7-9 War in heaven with Michael and the dragon.
Rev. 12:10 NOW he is cast down. He no longer has access to the throne day and night.
Rev. 12:13-14 Satan is cast down, raises the beast from the dead, and so begins the last of the  3 ½ years of Daniel’s 70th week.
2 Thess. 2  He declares himself to be God. This begins the last 3 ½ years.
He persecutes Israel and they flee to the wilderness where they are protected for 3 ½ years.
So he goes out to wage war. He overcomes the world and makes them get his mark.
Rev. 13:5-8 He makes war with the saints and overcomes them
Not a fairy tale, it’s a true story.
The devil’s beauty is a harlot who has sold her soul. The devil’s beast has only a short time.
Jesus will come and that will be the end. He will reign!!!
