What is Babylon?         Who is this harlot?    What does she mean to you and me?
Rev. 17:1-6 
Rev. 17:7 Mystery of the woman AND the mystery of the beast
Rev. 17:7-8, 18 The woman is the great city which reigns over the kings of the earth. 
Babylon: Is a city that reigns over the kings of the earth
Rev. 18:1-2 The fall of this city
Rev. 18:10 Strong city
Rev. 18:16-17 City of great wealth symbolized in the way she is dressed
Rev. 18:18-19 This city caused the ships to be wealthy because of their cargo
Rev. 18:21 She will not be found any longer. Once it is destroyed, it will cease to exist.
When John wrote Revelation, Babylon was in existence and it had a large Jewish population.
Babylon is in the process of being rebuilt. It is present day Iraq.
“The Rise of Babylon” by Charles Dyer 
There was a church in Babylon; there were believers in Babylon and there will BE believers in the Babylon of Revelation.
I Pet. 5:13 
Rev. 18:4-5 Believers in the Babylon of Revelation. God always remembers iniquities unless the blood of Christ has cleansed them. THEN, He removes them.
Rev. 18:4 Her sins have piled as high as heaven
It is a city of influence in the time of the end, in the time of Daniel’s 70th week.
Dan. 9:27 



Rev. 17:8-9 The beast carries her 
Rev. 17:9-10 The 7 mountains are 7 kings. (can’t be the Roman Catholic Church interpretation)
It is a city that is the mother of harlots; it has given birth to harlotry. It is the mother of the abominations of the earth.
There is a political liaison between her and the beast.
She is a city that is drunk with the blood of the martyrs. So you know persecution has gone on in that city. 
Rev. 17:6 Blood of the witnesses…the saints… the Jews that have held to the testimony of Jesus and been faithful to God.
Who is the Father of Lies?
John 8:44  The Devil is the Father of Lies. He was a liar and murderer from the beginning. 
As he is the Father of Lies, so Babylon is the mother of harlots and the abominations of the earth.
Genesis gives us the beginning of Satan, the Father of Lies.
Genesis gives us the beginning of Babylon, the city that gave birth to harlotry and the abominations of the earth.

Gen. 10:1 First mention of Babel  AFTER the flood
Rom. 5:12  Death entered into the world by one man.
Gen.6:5-8 Wickedness on the earth is great!
Every person in the world comes from these three men: Shem, Ham and Japheth.
Gen. 10:6-9
Gen. 10:10 The beginning of Nimrod’s kingdom was Babel in the land of Shinar. Babylon is right in the middle of Shinar. 
Gen. 11:1 God fills in the details. Everyone spoke one language.
Gen. 11:2 These men are settling when they shouldn’t be settling.
Gen. 9:1, 7 Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth. 
Populate literally means “swarm out”. 
Gen. 11:2-4 Let us build FOR OURSELVES… a tower as high as heaven.
Rev. 18:5 In Babylon in Revelation, their sins are piled as high as heaven.
Nimrod is behind this in Genesis. A mighty hunter, obviously in rebellion against God because he is building all of this for himself.
Gen. 11:5-6 Nothing will be impossible for them.
Man is made in the image of God. They all speak the same language.
Think of the advancements that have been made in YOUR lifetime?
Because we have learned to speak one another’s languages we have combined technologies and made HUGE advancements.
Gen. 11:7-8  “Confuse” is very similar to the word “babel”.
Babel was built in rebellion to God, centered on man.
Gen. 11:4 Some believe on the top of that tower was the zodiac: astrology.
Babylon gives birth to all the abomination of the earth.
Jam. 4:4 Immorality and harlotry is used as a symbol of spiritual infidelity.
Centered in Babylon of Genesis, you have a people in rebellion against God. They are committing spiritual harlotry/adultery because they KNEW the truth. 
Babylon, all the way from the beginning, has been in rebellion against God, the Word and the commandments of God.
Nimrod deified himself. 
First he called himself a chief priest, and then he called himself the chief god of Babylon. His name was Marduk, Merodach.
Babylon was not just a city in rebellion against God, but it was a city that would not listen to God. It wanted to walk in its own way. 
Sin: independence of God. 
Nimrod had a queen, Semiramis, who supposedly had a virgin birth. Tammuz was supposedly conceived by a sunbeam.
The zodiac there is the virgin having a child, etc. why?  Perversion
Ps. 19:1  The Word of God written in the heavens. The heavens declare the glory of God.
Rev. 17:1, 15  A city that sits on many waters
Babylon will NOT be in Rome, Italy but in the Middle East. Two cities in conflict with one another: Jerusalem and Babylon.
Zech. 5:1-5 Curse on this scroll.
Zechariah is written AFTER the Babylonian captivity, destruction of the temple and the return to Jerusalem.
Zech. 5:5-6 An ephah was a bushel or a basket that was used as a household measure.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Zech. 5:6-11 “This is Wickedness.”
A temple has to be prepared for Babylon just like the Temple has to be prepared for the Jews.
Isaiah 13 has prophecies that describe the destruction of Babylon and they have not yet been fulfilled.
I Tim. 6:10 The love of money is the root of all evil.
It all started in Genesis with Babel.
Come out from her. Have a pure, undefiled religion. Be willing to forsake everything and follow Him.
When He comes, He is going to destroy those who destroy the earth.
