Battle of Armageddon is a major campaign, not just one battle.
Rev 11:14-18 The battle begins at Armageddon but doesn’t end there.
Pivotal point is the 7th trumpet; the beginning of The Day of the Lord.
Several things must take place BEFORE The Day of the Lord can come.
An apostasy, a turning away has to happen.
Man of lawlessness must be revealed: which he is at the 7th trumpet.
Rev. 12:7-9 Right now he has access to heaven, but now he is thrown down to earth.
Rev. 12:10 NOW the salvation, kingdom……has come. It comes when Satan is thrown down to earth.
Rev. 12:13 The woman, Israel, flees into the wilderness
The dragon (Satan) persecutes the woman who gave birth to the male child.
Rev. 12:13-17 The dragon sends a flood after the woman, but the earth swallows the water. The woman is protected for 3 ½ years.
Matt. 24:15 WHEN you see the Abomination of Desolation standing in the Holy of holies (so the temple must exist)
Matt. 24:16-29  Those in Judea flee to the mountains
Matt. 24:22 Unless those days had been cut short
Matt. 24:23 
Matt. 24:26 
Matt. 24:28 Wherever the corpse is; there the vultures will gather. 
What has been going on just before the 7th trumpet?  The 2 witnesses, on the earth for 3 ½ years. Then they are put to death at the time of the 6th trumpet.
Rev. 9:13
Rev. 11 
Mal. 4:5-6 Elijah must come before the Day of the Lord
The 144,000 will also be in heaven by the time The Day of the Lord begins, but they will be on the earth during the time of the 2 witnesses.
During this witnessing, there will be some who apostasize.
Dan. 9 It could be the covenant made with the many, are those that apostasize.  
Joel says the sun has to be dark and the moon turns to blood before The Day of the Lord can come.
Wonders and signs must happen before The Day comes: fire, blood and smoke happen right at the 1st trumpet right through the 6th trumpet. 
The lines are drawn:
     The man of lawlessness has declared himself God.
     Jesus Christ is sitting in the heavens and He is the Only God.
Rev. 1 When the woman flees, she probably flees into Edom.
Rev. 13 Overview of the beast. He has authority for 3 ½ years
Rev. 13:3-6 Who is like the beast and who is able to wage war against him?
    Those on earth are worshipping the beast.
    Those in heaven are worshipping God.
Rev. 13:7-9 When the beast makes war with the offspring, he overcomes them! So the beast is ruling the whole earth. (Dan. 7)
Rev. 13:13 Another beast, like the false prophet, performs signs. He makes fire come down out of heaven just like the 2 witnesses did!
Rev. 13:14 
2 Thess. 2:8-9 The anti-Christ deceives with signs and wonders
ANYONE who takes the mark of the beast will not go to heaven.
Rev. 14:6-7 An angel comes with an eternal gospel
Matt. 24:14 The gospel must be preached to all the earth
Rev. 14:8-10, 13 “Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now on.” Anyone who dies in the Lord,  in the last 3 ½ years, is blessed.
They are blessed because they did not bow the knee, take the mark or sell their soul to the enemy. They persevered and loved not their life unto death.
If you can’t walk with the footmen now, how will you keep up when the horses come? When it gets rougher?
Rev. 14:14-15 Overview of what is going to come; the reaping of the earth.
Rev. 14:17-20 Wine press was trodden outside Jerusalem. The Valley of Jehoshaphat is right outside the city.
Rev. 16:10-11 The bowls are poured out. The 5th bowl is poured out on the beast and his kingdom. They have heard the gospel, but they do not repent of their deeds.
Rev. 16:12-14 Three unclean spirits, like frogs, spirits of demons, perform signs and go out to the kings of the world. 
1.  The kings are gathered in the Valley of Megiddo  Rev. 16:14-16 
Zech. 12:1-2 Siege will also be in Judah: south of Jerusalem. 
Zech. 12:3-7 All the nations of the earth will be gathered against Jerusalem.
The Lord will save the tents of Judah FIRST, before Jerusalem. The clans of Judah are SOUTH, by Edom.
Zech. 12:9-10 
Rev. 1:7 When Jesus comes, all the tribes of the earth will mourn, even those that pierced Him.
Zech. 14:1-2 Jerusalem will be captured. 
In the 6th bowl, you have the gathering of the nations for Armageddon. 
In the 7th bowl, you have the destruction of Babylon.
Rev. 16:17-19 So great and mighty was the earthquake, Jerusalem was split into 3 parts and the cities of the nations fell. Babylon destroyed by fire by the beast and the 10 kings that rule with him. But it is GOD that is behind all of this and has put it in their hearts.
Jer. 49-50
Jer. 50:46 At the shout, “Babylon has been seized!” the earth is shaken, and an outcry is heard among the nations.
Rev. 18:4 “Come out of her My people (Jews)” This is the remnant
Jer. 50:1-9 Babylon has been captured. 
All of this is going to cause Israel to start seeking the Lord.
Jer. 50:5-9, 20  They aren’t coming from Israel.
Jer. 51:5-8 Flee from the midst of Babylon
When Babylon is destroyed by fire her smoke goes up and the kings of the earth begin to wail when they see the smoke.
Jer. 51:9-10 
Jer. 51:45-50 
2. Battle in Babylon
Rev. 19:2-3 
Jer. 51:25-26 Babylon has corrupted the whole earth. “I will make you a burnt out mountain…desolate forever.”
Rev. 19:11-15 Jesus smites the nations and treads the wine press
Is. 34:5-6 Judgment comes upon Edom (Bozrah is major city in Edom)
Rev. 14:20 From Jerusalem to Edom is 200 miles
Is. 34:8
Is. 35:8-10  
The armies know there are Jews they haven’t gotten yet. So they move down into Edom to get the remnant.


“God comes from Edom in righteousness to judge and make war. He is coming down for the clans of Judah first: for the woman who has been hiding in the wilderness, who is desperate down there in the wilderness. He comes down to Edom and as He comes, the armies come down from Jerusalem toward Edom. He just marches straight on through on up and His garments are soaked with blood; blood that comes up as high as the bridle on the horse for 200 miles. He makes a highway and the others follow Him in triumph to the Valley of Jehoshaphat, the Valley of Decision, the Valley of Judgement, where the nations have been gathered. He walks up to the Mount of Olives, stands on it as King of kings, Lord of lords and Very God of very gods and all those nations are judged. He separates the sheep from the goats. All of those that have NOT received the mark of the beast, that have taken care of His brethren, the Jews will enter into His kingdom. But the goats who have not will be cast directly into the Lake of Fire.”
This battle starts at Edom and goes on up to the Valley of Decision.
The battle is going on! Whom will you serve?
Bow the knee and say that Jesus is Your Lord and Your God.
