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Jeremiah 1
We have a responsibility to hold forth the Word of Life in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation.
The Certainty of the Lake of Fire
The Certainty of the Great White Throne Judgment
Is. 66:20 The Jews will be gathered from all the nations as a grain offering to the Lord
Is. 66:21-22  The New Heavens and The New Earth will endure, just as Israel
Is. 66:23-24 All mankind will bow down before Him
Somehow, we will be able to look into the Lake of Fire and see those who rejected Jesus Christ. Those “living dead”.
Luke 16:19 Lazarus and the rich man.
All that die without Jesus, through the end of the millennium, go to the place of torment in Hades. They will NOT be resurrected until they stand at the Great White Throne judgment at the END of the millennial reign. That is called the 2nd death.
Is. 5:14 Hell had to enlarge itself to receive all those people.
The only way people in the OT got saved, was by being a Jew and believing in the coming Messiah and keeping the commandments, circumcision, or by proselytizing and becoming a Jew. When they died, they went to Abraham’s bosom. 
When Jesus died, the area of “comfort” in Abraham’s bosom, was emptied and brought to heaven with Jesus, but without a body.
This all happened at the Feast of Passover.
Now, the Holy Spirit comes to indwell when someone looks back in faith at Christ’s birth, death, resurrection and ascension.  
Eph. 1:13-14 Sealed with the Holy Spirit until the day of their redemption.
The church is made up of Jew and Gentiles, represented by the two loaves of bread waved at the Day of Pentecost.
This church age group is raptured/resurrected  BEFORE the 70th week of Daniel.
Daniel’s 70th week is for Israel. (See notes from last week for 7 reasons why)
John 14:1-6  Has been fulfilled. He has come to take the church to His Father’s House, which is in heaven.


Reason #8  Why the Church Won’t Be Here during Daniel’s 70th Week
Judgment Seat of Christ
2 Cor. 5:10
Be found faithful, do what God has called you to do. You will give an answer.
Rev. 3:10 EVERY believer keeps the word of Jesus’ testimony, so He will keep us from THE Hour of testing coming upon the whole world.
People dying during Daniel’s 70th week will not have the indwelling Holy Spirit as the church did.
My job is to be so filled with the Holy Spirit…..that I am a deterrent to evil right now, like a “restrainer”. 
All the people that died during the Great Tribulation, because they are NOT part of the church, their souls go to be with Jesus. 
Rev. 7  Those that come out of the Tribulation are under the altar.
Their bodies are not resurrected.
Those that don’t know Jesus, aren’t martyrs, go to Hades, waiting for the time of the 2nd death: The Great White Throne Judgment.
When Jesus comes back, all the nations are gathered in Megiddo, Babylon is destroyed. They see her destruction and they march up to Jerusalem and capture it. They ravish the wives, plunder their houses and are just full of themselves.
Christ leaves heaven WITH His army, His holy angels and the Bride of Christ in our white garments. We have already met Him in the air at the rapture.
When we come, He comes first to Edom, south of the Dead Sea, to get that remnant of Jews who fled to a place prepared for them. He moves from Edom on up to Jerusalem. The armies are there in the valleys of Jehoshaphat. There is a great blood bath.
Rev. 19:19-20 
Rev. 19:21 The rest were killed with the sword
Those killed at the “Campaign of Armageddon” go to Hades and are in torment.
They aren’t going to be resurrected for 1,000 years.
What Happens With the Coming of Jesus Christ? (not in chronological order)
Zech. 14: 9-10 Jerusalem will have been devastated and destroyed, but it will rise again.
Zech. 14:11-13 No more curse on Jerusalem. All the peoples that have gone to war against Jerusalem will have their flesh rot and their eyes will fall out of their sockets……they will be killing themselves.
Zech. 14:14-15  Tents of Judah are south of Jerusalem and God will spare them.
Rev. 19 The birds come and eat the flesh
Zech. 14:16 Any who are left….will go up from year to year to worship and celebrate the Feast of Booths.
Matt. 24:29-31  Fulfillment of the Feast of Tabernacles.   He will send forth His angels with a great trumpet
Feast of Passover has been fulfilled in the cross of Jesus Christ.
Feast of Pentecost has been fulfilled when the Holy Spirit came to indwell believers.
This takes care of the church. But what about Israel?
When the nations come against Christ, He comes to earth and He sends forth a trumpet to gather Israel, His elect. That fulfills the Feast of Trumpets.
Day of Atonement: when your sins are forgiven. He takes away the sins of Israel in ONE DAY.
Jer. 32:37-41 Israel will not turn away from Him any longer
Ez. 36:24-27 I will put My Spirit within you! 
The church had that in the church age, but now Israel will also have that!
John 15:14-16
Ez. 36:27-37 Then you will remember your evil deeds. Day of Atonement was about being forgiven of sins.
“The nations that are left”; the nations that are not killed at this battle.
Those Jews who are in earthly bodies, inhabited by the Spirit of God, are going to bring forth children. But all those Jews, from then on, will be saved. Israel will always be saved.
Ez. 37:21-23 Feast of Trumpets fulfilled.
Ez. 37:24-26 David will rule. He is among those Jews who have been resurrected and gotten a new body. David will be their prince forever.
Ez. 40-48  New Millennial Temple
Ez. 37:26-28
Matt. 19:28
Luke 22:28-30  Apostles will rule
Ez. 45:8 Princes will rule
Is. 1:26 Judges will be ruling
Hag. 2:20-23 Zerubbabel will rule
What about the Tribulation saints? Judgment is given to them to rule and reign with Jesus for 1,000 years.
Joel 3:12 
Matt. 25
What is happening during this time?
Dan. 12:11-12  Time from the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up. 1,290 days……..1,335 days…
75 days AFTER Jesus Christ returns.
He’s getting the temple cleaned up, getting rid of the abomination of desolation, judging the nations and all those that survive up until that time and are not dealt with yet. The “goats” are being judged by Jesus Christ personally.
Those that survive through until the 1,335 days are blessed; they have made it.
After this: you have the millennial reign of Jesus Christ. People that come in from the nations that were the sheep: They will have children. They will grow up and at 100 years of age they will still be considered a youth. If they die before that, they did NOT believe in Jesus Christ.
When the 1,000 years are over, they are still in human bodies. They are the nations that come and go into the Holy City. They continue to live by eating from the Tree of Life that was in the Garden of Eden, which sustains their lives.
Who is in the New Jerusalem?
The 12 tribes of Israel: The Father and His bride.
Christ and His bride the church, live in the New Jerusalem.
No more sun, no more moon because Christ is the Light of it all.
Nothing unclean or abominable enters into the Holy City.
At the Great White Throne Judgment: all those resurrected from Hades, they stand before Him, and if their name is not found in the Book of Life, erased by not believing in Jesus Christ, they will be thrown into the Lake of Fire.
They will be held accountable for every opportunity they had to believe in Jesus Christ. Degrees of punishment in the Lake of Fire, according to the Light that you had, and what you refused. But, there will be no escaping. It will be more tolerable for Sodom and Gomorrah because they only had the witness of Lot. Capernaum, etc. had the very Son of God.
The Lamb’s Book of life contains the names of believers, those written from the foundation of the world.
IF you have been a good steward of the mysteries of God:
When you look into that Lake of Fire, you will have no guilty conscience; your hands will not be guilty because those people made their own choice.
Rom. 1:18-20 Man is without excuse.
