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Is. 5:18-19 Woe to those who drag iniquity with the cords of falsehood, and sin as if with cart ropes; who say, “Let Him make speed, let Him hasten His work, that we may see it; and let the purpose of the Holy One of Israel draw near and come to pass, that we may know it.”
Is. 5:20 Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; who substitute darkness for light and light for darkness; who substitute bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter!
They have rejected. They didn’t want to listen.
Is. 5:25 The Lord’s anger burned against His people, and He has stretched out His hand against them and struck them down….
God does NOT change. How can He be a god of wrath AND love?
Rom. 7:18 For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that is, in my flesh; for the willing is present in me, but the doing of the good is not.
I John 1:6-10 “If we say”  People that are deluded and headed to hell.
They are not only deceived, but they are calling God a liar.
2 Cor.11:13-15 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workers, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ. No wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light. Therefore it is not surprising if his servants also disguise themselves as servants of righteousness, whose end will be according to their deeds.
2 Pet. 2:1 But false prophets also arose among the people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction upon themselves.
I John 1:6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth
John 3:16-17 Jesus didn’t come to condemn but to save.
John 3:18-19 He who believes in Him is not judged; he who does not believe has been judged already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. This is the judgment, that the Light has come into the world, and men loved the darkness rather than the Light, for their deeds were evil.
John 1:8 If we say we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in us.
What about you? IF you say you are a Christian, but are walking in darkness, you are lying!
I John 1:6-7 The light constantly exposes the sin, I confess and I’m cleansed from my sin.
I John 1:10 If I deny the fact that I have a problem with sin, then I am deceiving myself. I live in a body of flesh and sin is going to be a problem.
Gal. 5:16 Walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please.
I John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
When you come to Jesus Christ, you MUST see yourself as a sinner. When you are saved you are delivered from the power of sin, but the presence of sin will continue until you die.
I John 1:7 Walk in the Light, as He is in the light and you are being continually cleansed from sin.
I John 1:10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar and His word is not in us.
Rom. 3:9 -12, 23 Glory of God is absolute holiness and righteousness. Man can never attain the righteousness of God! So if I say that I have not sinned, I don’t think I need a Savior, and I will end up in the Lake of Fire because I have believed a lie, instead of the truth.
If I admit that I am a sinner, how can a righteous, holy God take me a sinner to heaven?
Heb. 12:14 Without sanctification, no one will see the Lord
I John 2:1-2  “Sins” in the aorist tense: At one point in time.
“Advocate” is used in a legal sense here: someone who will plead my case.
Jesus Christ the righteous is going to plead the case of someone that is unrighteous. How can a holy God come and plead the case of a person who has acted in an unholy way?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Doctrine of Propitiation: That doctrine that shows us how a holy god can be satisfied.
Doctrine of Redemption: What God does in order to take us, who are sinners, and buy us out of the slave market of sin and set us free so that we don’t live in sin any longer: That’s the way God deals with us on a “manward” level.
Propitiation: means to atone, cover.
Why does God have to be satisfied? Because He is holy
Holy: (kodesh) quadesh – to divide. God is so holy, so “other than” man, that He is divided, different, separated from man. 
Is. 6:3 Seraphim cried out, “Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts, the whole earth is full of His glory.”
Is. 57:15 “I dwell on a high and holy place and also with the contrite and lowly of spirit in order to revive the spirit of the lowly and to revive the heart of the contrite.”
I Sam. 2:2 There is no one holy like the LORD. Indeed, there is no one besides You. Nor is there any rock like our God.
Propitiation is that “Godward” act of God that satisfies, or vindicates, His character. God’s action, on behalf of man, in order that His holiness will be maintained and not desecrated.
If God wants us to dwell with Him, He has to take care of man’s unholy condition; He has to make man holy in a holy way.
Rom. 3:25 Christ Jesus, God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith. This was to demonstrate His righteousness, because in the forbearance of God He passed over the sins previously committed….
Jesus became the satisfaction, the payment in full, for all of our sins.
What about all the people from Adam and Eve until the cross?
The blood of Jesus Christ, when it was shed, satisfied the wrath of God.
The word for propitiation is the same for mercy seat.
There IS an Ark of the Covenant. Inside are the 10 Commandments, Aaron’s rod that budded and manna. Top was wood covered with gold and cherubim were over it. That ark represented the throne of God. (Lev. 16)
If the priest went into the presence of God without the blood, God would strike him dead.
On the day that Jesus Christ hung on Calvary, He took away the sins of the world.
Luke 18:13 …Be merciful to me, a sinner.
If you do not come to the throne of grace, you are lost and will die and spend eternity in hell.
Anyone that takes the blood out of the gospel, anyone that takes away or denies the sinfulness of man, anyone that says you can live the way you want to, anyone that calls good evil and evil good, has laced the gospel with cyanide and it is far more deadly because it is a death that is a second death. (Rev.20:14 )
Rom. 7:18 In my flesh there dwells no good thing.
We can never spot the darkness if we do not spend time, and walk in the Light.
