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Whose child are you? Can you know?
I John 3:4-10 The children of God and the children of the devil are obvious by the way they walk, or do not walk.
I John 3:8 Jesus was manifested to destroy the works of the devil.
I John 3:4 Everyone who habitually practices sin practices lawlessness.
I John 3:4-5
Jesus Christ came:
1. To take away sin  I John 3:5
2. To destroy the works of the devil  I John 3:8
Eph. 2:1-2 There is a spirit that now works in the sons of disobedience
I John 3:8 “To Destoy”: to loosen the bond that ties things together, to release, break. (luo  3089)
Rom. 6:1- 2  To continue in sin means to continually walk in sin. “How shall we who died to sin still live in it?
Rom. 5:20 The law came in so that the transgression would increase; but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more.
Rom. 6:5-6
John 8:34 
John 8:36 
How am I set free? 
Rom. 6:6-7 When Jesus died, I died. When He rose, I rose.  My old man was crucified (aorist tense at one point in time) and sin is no longer master over me.
2 Cor. 5:17 IF any man be in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold new things have come.
Rom. 6:14 “Master”: lord, ruler or have dominion. “For sin shall not be master over you, for you are not under law but under grace.”
I John 3:8 The Son of God appeared for this purpose, to destroy the works of the devil.
How Jesus destroyed the works of the devil:
1. He crucified the old man
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]He put His Holy Spirit within me
Rom. 8:3 For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh.
Rom. 8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 
Ez. 36:26-27  The New Covenant
The Holy Spirit causes you to walk 
Gal. 5:16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.
3. He gave me a new heart
2 Cor. 3:2-3 You are our letter, written in our hearts, known and read by all men; being manifested that you are a letter of Christ, cared for by us, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human hearts.
2 Cor. 3:5 -9 
So IF you are born again, you do NOT have a deceitful heart, you walk in righteousness.
I John 3:9 No one who is born of God practices sin, (as a way of life) because His seed abides in him; and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.
Seed: sperma – the Holy Spirit indwells you and you are born of God.
I John 3:9 “Born of God” perfect tense a past completed action with a present and continuous result. Once I am born of God I am always born of God.
I John 3:8 “Has sinned” present tense: It has been his habit of life.
The devil has children. Every person ever born on this earth, has within him the spirit of disobedience.
What happens to the devil’s children?
1. I John 3:8 They practice sin. 
2. I John 3:10 They do NOT practice righteousness
Righteousness: Not the same as being/doing good but to DO what is right: to be obedient to what God says is right.
3. I John 3:10 They do not love other children
4. I John 3:6 They have not seen God and do not know Him
What is sin?
 I John 3:4 Everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is lawlessness.
Chatta: To miss the mark
Ex. 20:20 “God has come in order to test you, and in order that the fear of Him may remain with you, so that you may not sin.”
“Hamartia”: to fall short.
Paratoma: to turn aside, to go off the path, to fall, transgress.
“Pasha” OT  To break away from, to rebel, to walk away from what God says.
James 4:17 “Knowing what is right to do, and not doing it is a sin.” 
Is. 53:6 All of us like sheep have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; but the Lord has caused the iniquity of us all to fall on Him.
“Avon” a perverseness, or going aside from what is right and good 
Sin: Walking independently from God.
Sin: Me, walking my own way, rather than the way God says.
Matt. 19:16-26 The rich young ruler: Jesus loved him. 
Rom. 6:23 The wages of sin is death
Matt. 7:21-23 “I never knew you; depart from Me you who practice lawlessness.”
When Jesus is in me I walk in His way, not my way. 
A Christian CAN commit sin, but sin will not be the practice of his life; it will be an occasion for him.
 
Whose child are you? How do I know?
Have I been set free from sin’s power?
Is sin the habit of your life?
Is righteousness the habit of your life?
Has the old man died?
Sin is now a choice because Christ is in you.
Has there ever been a change in your life?
The only way I know I have been saved is that I have a changed life and I no longer walk in sin.
