A. The believer is obedient, therefore loves the Father and the children born out of Him.
I John 5:1-3 I John 5:1 Whoever believes, continues to believe    Constant through the whole book of I John. This is not a static belief, you will be believing now. It has the idea of obeying.
I John 5:1  Loves the Father, continues to love the Father. It is synonymous with loving other believers.
I John 5:2  Know, love   it’s a lifestyle (present, active indicative tense)
Observe: to keep, to guard closely
I John 5:3 We love God consistently by keeping His commandments, which are not burdensome to those that love Him.
“Burdensome”: barus – something that weighs you down.
Acts 20:28-29 Be on your guard, savage wolves will come in among you and from among your own selves. The word for savage is a form of the word barus: They will bring in doctrine that is burdensome, heavy. But God’s commandments are NOT, because you are keeping them in the power of the Holy Spirit.
Real love: you check it out with your relationship with God. 
B. The believer is victorious
I John 5:4 Whatever is born of God overcomes the world.
“Is born”: Perfect passive participle: We had to be born again to get out of Adam and to get into Christ. Perfect tense: At a time in the past. We didn’t cause the birth, God did. 
Overcomes: Nike – Idea of consistency of walking in victory. We come from victory now, we don’t work toward it. Why? Because our faith is in the Victor.
I John 5:5 Jesus IS the Son of God, He will never be anything else
Son: huios – fully mature Son of God, totally in sync with His Father; absolutely one. 
Romans 8  
I John 5:6 He came by the water and blood….many views on this interpretation
John 4:13-14 
Could be His baptism    water
Could be His death      blood
Remember: Context is king
He came by water, His birth. Water was always associated with birth.
His blood: His death on the cross. He had a body on this earth.
The Spirit: The Holy Spirit pulls it all together
I John 5:6-7
Heavenly witnesses and earthly witnesses
I John 5:9 Will you listen to man or God? God has born witness of His Son
“Greater”: Witness of God has much more weight than man’s witness.
C. The believer has eternal life
When I believe in Jesus He comes and gives me that eternal life.
I John 5:10 The believer has the Witness in himself. We KNOW that Jesus is God’s Son.  Believes: present tense….you can’t get away from it.
“Has”: continually has
“Not believe”: When this person had an opportunity to respond to the gospel and did not, they are saying to the world, that God is a liar
I John 5:11 God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son. THAT is the testimony!!
Eternal life means we have no past to go back to!!  What a thought!!!!!
Eternal life doesn’t start when you receive Christ, or when you die one day. Eternal life begins when you are placed into the body of Christ with His Holy Spirit and immediately you are plunged into something that has been eternal. It is the life of God Himself and God now lives in us and can never be taken away.
I John 5:12 Some of these people were deceiving others. This needed to be said! “He who has the Son has the life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have the life.”
John 14:6  ONE way to have eternal life
D. The believer has assurance
I John 5:13-15 “Know” is NOT “ginosko”  But “oida” that you might intuitively know within you: YOU have eternal life. Perfect, active indicative
I John 5:14  We have assurance in our prayer life.
Condition: I John 3:21  When your heart does not condemn you.  Then I John 5:14 I want His will and pray accordingly because I am sold out to whatever He wants.
I John 5:15 The believer is filled up with assurance because the believer is one who has made a choice to live consistently and obediently to the Lord Jesus. When he fails and sins, he brings that to God and receives forgiveness.
E. The believer has discernment
I John 5:16-21
I John 5:16  “See” (3708) “horao” – related to “oida” which is a form of know. I see, look upon, experience, discern.  It is discernment you have that the brother is in that sin. The Holy Spirit of God lives in you and you can pick it up.
Sinning a sin that is not unto death: What IS that sin? We don’t know what it is.
It doesn’t tell us, but whatever it is, the Spirit must have to give us discernment as to know how to pray. 
I John 5:17 All unrighteousness is sin, and there is a sin not leading to death.
Romans 1:17
Why is there a sin leading to death and a sin not leading to death? It doesn’t tell us. 
This is what we DO know.
I John 5:18  “touch” means the devil can do nothing to me that would damage my relationship with Jesus Christ in any way. 
I John 5:19 This whole world is surrounded by darkness, but Jesus is the Light of the world and He pierced that darkness. The evil one, the one who harms you, influences those in the world. But we are to bring the Light into the world.
I John 5:20 
I John 5:21 Guard yourself from idols: John’s final words in this book. Make sure the one focus of your life is Jesus Christ. Be a sentry. Once you get your focus off of Jesus Christ, you start the decline. 
I Thess. 1:9 You have turned to God from idols to serve a living and TRUE God.
Realize the victory you have in Jesus Christ. Don’t listen to the voice of men, but God.
