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Deadly Associations
Jude 1:1-4  
Beloved, if you are a Child of God, you have been called by God Himself and you are beloved of God the Father. YOU, are no accident.
Ps. 139
Jude 1:1  I am kept for Jesus Christ
The ungodly are very dangerous and deadly; that is why we must earnestly contend for the faith.
Jude 1:22 Have mercy on some who are doubting
Jude 1:23 Save others, snatching them out of the fire: They are headed to the same place the ungodly are. WARN THEM!!
Jude 1:23 And on some have mercy with fear, hating even the garment polluted by the faith. (They have sunk deep into sin)
Jude 1:4 They turn the grace of God into licentiousness (moral anarchy)
“I can live any way I want to”. Their life has not had a change. This marks them immediately as unbelievers because it is a present tense, active participle: it is a continuous thing they are doing.
Gal. 5:19-21 “practice such things” as a habit of life. Ongoing
Many of the things mentioned in Galatians, are paralleled in Jude.
I Cor. 6:9-10 Do not be deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor homosexual, nor thieves, nor the covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor swindlers, will inherit the kingdom of God.
I Cor. 6:11 Such were some of you!! But you were washed, but you were sanctified but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of our God.
Eph. 5:5-7 For this you know with certainty, that no immoral or impure person or covetous man, who is an idolater, has an inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of God comes upon the sons of disobedience. Therefore do not be partakers with them  (Jude 1:12 They eat with you at your love feasts)
So if they are sitting there feasting with you, saying they are going to heaven, and this is their habit of life (I Cor. 5:11 so-called brothers) You judge them because they are so-called brothers INSIDE THE CHURCH! I Cor. 5:12-13
I John 3:7-9 Make sure no one deceives you; the one who practices righteousness is righteous just as He is righteous; the one who practices sin is of the devil; for the devil has sinned from the beginning. The Son of God appeared for this purpose, to destroy the works of the devil. NO ONE who is born of God practices sin, because His seed abides in him; and he cannot sin because he is born of God.
Jude 1:4 They crept in unnoticed! Don’t be deceived!!! They are opposed to the Law, they are antinomians.
Grace does not make us lawless, it gives us the mind and heart of God. The Law is not bad, but keeping it does not save us.
They deny our only Master and Lord Jesus Christ
“Master” – despotes: master, absolute supreme authority
                     Kurios: Lord, or the word that is used for God
Jesus was God with us.
Matt. 1:23 You shall call His name Emmanuel: God with us
Heb. 1:8 But of the Son He says, “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever, and the righteous scepter is the scepter of His kingdom.” God calls Jesus God.
Luke 19:12-14 Jesus tells about Himself “We do not want this man to reign over us”  Same as those in Jude that deny our only Lord and Master Jesus Christ
Luke 19:27 “But these enemies of mine, who did not want me to reign over them, bring them here and slay them in my presence.”
You need to hang around people that are passionate for Jesus Christ. It is necessary for our lives to be accountable for what we profess.
To apostasize means to say, “I believe this…..” then I turn my back on it.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jude 1:5 Now I desire to remind you (present middle participle) I am going to keep on reminding you, this is my habitual desire, though you know all things once for all that: 
1. The Lord, after saving a people out of the land of Egypt, subsequently destroyed those who did not believe.
2. And angels who did not keep their own domain, but abandoned their proper abode, He has kept in eternal bonds under darkness for the judgment of the great day.
3. Just as Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities around them, since they in the same way as these indulged in gross immorality and went after strange flesh, are exhibited as an example in undergoing the punishment of eternal fire.
Children of Israel
I Cor. 10:1-5 
I Cor. 9:24-27….I run in such a way, as not without aim; I box in such a way, as not beating the air; but I discipline my body and make it my slave, so that, after I have preached to others, I myself will not be disqualified. (unapproved)
(Technical knock-out: a blow under the eye because the gloves were so heavy, they would cause a knock out.)
Paul is not saying we don’t have desires, but he IS saying that, “I deliver a technical knock out to my body and make it my slave.”
Disqualified- adokimos: approved, BUT “a” before it, makes it mean unapproved.
IF you are a child of God, you have the Spirit living in you and HE gives you the power to live righteously.
You can know you are a child of God because you persevere. You CANNOT habitually sin. If you are doubting your salvation, GOOD! You can still be snatched from out of the fire.
You get benefits from sitting in the church, but what PROVES that you are a child of God is DOING the will of God. You believe and consequently you obey.
I Cor. 10:5-6 
Heb. 3:6 We are God’s genuine church IF we hold fast our confidence and the boast of our hope (heaven) firm until the end.
I John 2:19 They went out from us, but they were not really of us; for if they had been of us, they would have remained with us: but they went out, so that it would be shown that they all are not of us.
Heb. 3:6-10  Perseverance in the faith is evidence of your salvation
Heb. 3:12 
Heb. 3:13-14, 18-19 Disobedience and unbelief are synonymous
Heb. 4:11-16
Angels
Jude 1:6 And angels who did not keep their own domain, but abandoned their proper abode, He has kept in eternal bonds under darkness for the judgment of the great day.
Gen. 6:1-3 Daughters were born to men. The sons of God in the Old Testament ONLY refers to angels. 
The term is used in Job.
Job 1:6, 2:1, 38:7 
Job 1:6, 2:1 The sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord (in heaven) with Satan
Job 38:7 God asks Job, “When the morning stars sang together and all the sons of God shouted for joy?” Where were you?????
Jude parallels the angels and Sodom and Gomorrah. Peter does not.
“Sons of Men” If he is saying the sons of men cohabitated with the daughters of men, then we think human flesh with human flesh.
But he says the sons of God (angels) came DOWN to the daughters of men
Sons of men
Gen. 11:5 The Lord came down to see the city and the tower which the sons of men had built.
Apparently if “sons of God” is only used in Genesis and Job, it must be angels coming down to the daughters of men.
Angels are sexless……..Wait!!!!
In the New Testament, sons of God is only used to describe the children of God.
Romans 8:14, 19, 9:26 and Galatians 3:26
Luke 20:34-36 When you get to heaven, the wedding ring comes off for Jesus is the bridegroom.
Luke 20:36 for they cannot even die anymore, because they are LIKE angels, and ARE sons of God, being sons of the resurrection.
 Every time angels are referred to it is always masculine.
Angels are not sexless, they just don’t marry. 
Just wait until we study the issue of Sodom and Gomorrah.
The unrighteous have no inheritance in the kingdom of God.
When a person goes into sexual sin…… (Rom. 1:18-32) 
When these unrighteous are IN the church, that’s when we are in trouble.
How will we recognize them????
Lifestyle: Licentiousness
Doctrine: Not right
