Heaven and Hell are BOTH eternal.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jude 1:5 …God destroyed those who did not believe God’s Word
Jude 1:6 
Jude 1:7 Just as Sodom and Gomorrah ….punishment of eternal fire.
Jude 1:8 JUST AS, points back to a comparison
“Surrounding Cities” feminine
“These” masculine, referring to the angels
“In the same way as these”
They went after strange flesh
Strange Flesh: Sarkos heteras – Angels and men both went after strange flesh
Undergoing: Present active participle – present tense, right now they are in judgment and that judgment is going to continue and continue.
Gen. 18:20 Their sin is exceedingly grave
Three angelic beings going and visiting Abraham: One stays with Abraham, the other two go to Sodom and Gomorrah.
Theophany: Pre-Incarnate  appearance of Jesus Christ
Gen. 19:4-7 Men of the city included every age, every area, every quarter of that city
Their exceedingly grave sin was homosexuality.
Gen. 19:11 Their passion is so great/strong that even when they become blind they are still trying to find their way into Lot’s house.
Jude calls this “going after strange flesh”.
How does God feel about homosexuality?
Lev. 18:22 
2 Cor.4:4  the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving so that they might not see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.
Lev. 20:13  They have chosen their own punishment by stepping across the line that God has drawn. They are to be put to death physically.
2 Cor. 5:21 
Rom. 8:1 
Rom. 1:20 Man is without excuse: For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse.
Rom. 1:21-22 
Rom. 1:23-24  They exchanged;God gave them over
Rom. 1:25 They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever.
Rom. 1:26 For this reason God gave them over to degrading passions: for their women exchanged the natural function for that which is unnatural
Rom. 1:27 and in the same way also the men abandoned the natural function of the woman and burned in their desire toward one another, men with men committing indecent acts and receiving in their own persons the due penalty of their error.
I Cor. 6:18
If you say that you are a Christian, and say I can’t help myself, it’s in my genes: It can’t be in your genes otherwise God could NOT forbid it!
Jude 1:8 Yet in the same manner: same manner as these who came out of Egypt, same manner as the angels, same manner as those in Sodom and Gomorrah
These men, also by dreaming:
Defile the flesh: doing things in their body that are not right
Reject authority: I will do things my way: NO ONE will rule over me
Revile angelic majesties: 
“By Dreaming”: could refer to their fleshly, sensual state: they are living in a dream world.
Marquis de Sade: Raised with no limitations. He became the epitome of sexual perversion
Caesar Nero: murdered at a whim and became an obscene human being
By his dreaming he is defiling the flesh and rejecting authority
Ivan the Terrible
Jude is calling us to earnestly contend for the faith!!!!
What if the church does nothing about these that have crept in? Then they are free to entice your daughter, entice your son, entice the believers!!!
Absolute power corrupts everyone except for the One who legitimately possess the absolute power and that is our Lord and Master Jesus Christ.
Rom. 11:36 For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen
Jude 8 What is their dream? Gen. 3:5 – believing the lie of Satan: You shall be as God.
Deut. 13:1-2 Sign and a wonder are done, but they say to follow after other gods (whom you have not known) and let us serve them,
Deut. 13:3-9 you shall NOT listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of dreams; for the LORD your God is testing you…
Deut. 13:5 Purge the evil from among you
Deut. 13:9 Kill him. Why? They are dangerous!!!
Reviling angelic majesties: 
Jude 1:8 Defile, reject and revile are all present active indicative verbs; the tense of certainty
Jude 1:9 
Dan. 10:13; 12:1 Michael is the chief priest of the angelic realm 
Zech. 3:1-3 Joshua is standing in filthy garments
Matt. 4 How Jesus Christ handles the devil
Jude 1:10 these men are reviling things they do not understand. They are ignorant and run on instinct 
Ps. 73:9, 11 They have set their mouth against the heavens, and their tongue parades through the earth. They say, “How does God know? And is there knowledge with the Most High?”
Rom. 1:28-32 They did not see fit to acknowledge God…although they know the ordinance of God
Jude 1:11 Woe to them who have gone the way of Cain
Gone/taken the way: a moral or religious walk
Cain got upset with God; he wanted to do it HIS way. Cain did not bring the right offering.
Heb. 11:4 He KNEW the right way: Abel’s was the right way, the better way because it was GOD’s way.
Cain bypassed the shedding of blood
I John 3:10-12 Cain was of the evil one and slew his brother
Woe to them for pay:
What is the err of Balaam?
2 Pet. 2:14-16 False prophets have a heart trained in greed: Balaam loved the wages of unrighteousness
Jude 1:11 Material focus
Doing something that you know is displeasing to the Lord, going against His authority, walking in a way contrary to the Lord is the err of Balaam.
Num. 22:17-22, 32 God’s anger
Thinking we can push God, although God has said no.
Perish in the rebellion of Korah….next week!
Can you do it your way? Can you or anyone else pick and choose what you believe? Can you go against the clear teaching of the Word of God and go unjudged by God? If you think you can, beloved, you’re dreaming.
