How did God execute salvation? 
1. Before the foundation of the world, God provided a Redeemer, Jesus  Acts. 2:22-23 
Foreknowlege: proginosko – to know before
Luke 22:22 God planned the death of Jesus Christ
John 19:11 The Sovereignty of God, planned the death of Jesus Christ and man, in his responsibility, (Judas) is accountable for betraying Christ.
I Peter 1:17-20 
Heb. 13:20 Grace has been planned before the foundation of the world
2. Before the foundation of the world, God chose you! Or, God purposed your redemption
a. God knew you Ps. 139:13, 15-16
b. God chose you Eph. 1:3-6 proorizo: predestine to mark out beforehand, John 15:16, I Peter 1:1-2  chosen: eklectos: to choose from, to pick out, to gather 
c. God drew you to Himself  John 6:37, 39, 44-45, 65; 10:3-5, 14,16, 26-30
d. [bookmark: _GoBack]God called, Justified, and Glorified you  Rom. 8:28-30, 31, 33

Rom. 9:6, 11-13 God chooses according to His will, His purpose. He does NOT damn anyone. Nowhere does it say that God predestines anyone to damnation. We must look at grace from God’s perspective, not man’s perspective.
Rom. 9:14-16 God is not unjust, His character never changes

Every man is lost and deserves judgment. But, some receive salvation.
Rom. 9:17 “raised up” means God caused Pharaoh to come forward on the stage of events. 
Rom. 9:20 “fitted for destruction” their whole life has been bent on destruction and God is just using them.
Rom. 9:23 prepared beforehand: a single act indicating previousness. “Before the foundation of the world”
You are chosen according to the foreknowledge of God.
Rom. 11:33-36 
For Him and To Him and Through , belong the glory forever and ever.

2. Your life has a specific purpose
