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What is the secret to holiness? It’s where you fix your hope.
Fixing your hope completely, totally on the grace that is to be revealed at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
Everything is to be seen or evaluated in the light of your salvation.
That salvation is the grace of God which has appeared to all men and is going to appear again in the future. 
Six exhortations:
1. Gird our minds for action
2. Be sober
3. Fix our hope completely on the Grace of God
4. Do not be conformed to former lusts
5. Be holy as He is holy
6. Conduct ourselves in fear
I Pet. 1:10-12 
When Jesus Christ came, it began a new era: The era of grace.
The sufferings of Christ and the Glory that would be revealed were predicted.
Isaiah, Daniel, David wrote these things down about the Messiah but they did not understand completely.
I Pet. 1:12 God revealed to them that it was NOT for them, now. It was for us!
Not even Abraham could lay hold of this so great a salvation.
1. “Gird up the loins of your mind.”
Greek: Literally gird your minds. The free flowing robes entangle them. You have to get rid of these free flowing thoughts or you can’t run the race set before you. Prov. 23:7 “As a man thinks in his heart, so is he.”  Your thoughts can cripple, immobilize and incapacitate you.
2 Cor. 10:3-6  There is a warfare for your mind. 
How am I going to be holy? I’ve got to fix my mind on the proper things: the future grace that is to be brought to me at the coming of Jesus Christ.
Gird up your mind for action: You realize you’re in a warfare, you’ve put on the mind of Christ. You have weapons that are divinely powerful. 
2 Cor. 10:5  Taking every thought captive….there is a door to your mind and the enemy wants to come inside and build a stronghold in your mind! He wants to get you preoccupied with the things of this world.
Phil. 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, dwell on these things.
If you don’t obey this, it will cause you to go back, mentally, to your former ways.
I Cor.2:16  When you came to Jesus Christ you got the mind of Jesus Christ. The day you got saved, you got the Holy Spirit inside and He teaches you the things of God. Now I can understand the things of God. My responsibility is to cooperate with the things of Christ.
I Cor. 2:9-16
Matt. 15:19    Out of the heart come evil thoughts murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, slanders.
Eph. 6:13 …having done everything STAND
Once Jesus died, that began “The Last Days”
Eph. 6:17 Helmet of Salvation is understanding that by grace I am saved, living in the light of the grace of God. 
I Cor. 15:9-10 For I am the least of the apostles, and not fit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. BUT by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward me did not prove vain; but I labored even more than all of them, yet not I, but the grace of God with me. 
(Wayne Barber was her pastor and co-teacher, and is now with Jesus)
The grace of God is sufficient, so gird up your thoughts, your mind for action.
2. Be sober – self-controlled 
2 Tim. 1:7 God has not given us the spirit of fear: fear causes me to act irrationally. God has given me power, love, and a sound mind. 
3. Fix Our Hope Completely On The Grace that is to be revealed when Jesus Christ comes back to earth  I Pet. 1:13 
Mark 10:28-30 
The things down here are temporal, and these temporal things are causing you to focus on THEM, not the grace of God.
I Cor. 15:51-54 Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed…
When you go through present, bodily afflictions, how are you going to be holy in that situation? You fix your eyes on the coming grace of God
Rev. 21:3-8; 23-27 God is going to wipe away all your tears, no more pain, no more death, no more sickness…
2 Cor. 4:16-18  We do not lose heart, we stay sober!!
Rom. 8:18 For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us.
Where is my hope? I must fix my hope on eternal things, my salvation.
4. Don’t be conformed to former lusts  Gal. 5:22
Present middle: I am BEING sober, self-controlled, and I refuse to be shaped into that former lust.
5. Be Holy, As He Is Holy 
Passive voice: I am acted upon: God/ Holy Spirit is inside me and He is at work inside me. 
Holiness is not something I perform, it is something I allow! I am simply allowing God to do what He wants to do in my life.
I Pet. 1:14-16 I am an obedient child 
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Conduct yourselves in fear
I Pet. 1:17 If, and it’s true, you address as Father the One who impartially judges according to each one’s work, conduct yourselves in fear during the time of your stay on earth.
2 Cor. 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.
What is the secret to holiness? It’s keeping your eyes fixed on the grace that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
