Glory – doxa: to give a correct estimate of. The husband is to give a correct estimate of God and the woman a correct estimate of the man.
Nowhere in Scripture does God command the woman to love her husband. 
(Titus 2:4)??
3. We must live above the natural tendencies of the flesh. We must live righteously   I Pet. 3:8-12
2 Chron. 14-16  Story of King Asa
2 Chron. 14:11 
2 Chron. 15:2, 7
2 Chron. 16:7-10
I Pet. 3:12 When you’re suffering you need to have the assurance that God is going to hear you
4. Do not live by the fear of men, but sanctify the Lord in your heart                I Pet. 3:13-15
The heart, in the Bible, is the spiritual center of man. When the center of one’s life is rightly related to God, then you’re able to respond properly to all of life’s problems, trials, temptations and testing.
I Pet. 3:16 Keep a good conscience as you deal with these people
I Pet. 3:17-4:6  Doctrinal justification of the Christian’s confidence in the face of persecution

Why can we have confidence in the face of persecution? Because of what Christ did for us.
I Pet. 3:17-20 
For as long as it took to build the ark, Noah and his sons were preachers of righteousness, being ridiculed and mocked.
They are not fearing man; they are fearing God and therefore trusting Him.
Matt. 10:16-19 …it will be given to you in that hour what you are to say.
Matt. 10:20-24 
Matt. 10:25-26, 31  Do not fear!
Matt. 10:28 Do not fear those who kill the body but are unable to kill the soul; but rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

Who were these spirits?
I Pet. 3:20-21 Corresponding, to these 8 people who were saved by being brought through the water….
Bapto: to dip
Baptize: to change identity by a means (like what happens when a cucumber is submerged in vinegar resulting in pickles)
Judgment fell on the earth, ark and people. Only those identified, united with the ark were saved.

Heb. 10:19-22 Our hearts have been cleansed from an evil conscience by identification with Jesus Christ in salvation where our sins are taken away
