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[bookmark: _GoBack]Living According to the Will of God, no matter what: EVEN IF YOU DIE
I Pet. 3:13-14
I Pet. 3:14-17 Suffering, for doing what is right, cannot come into your life unless God wills it so
I Pet. 3:18-4:6 The Doctrinal Justification for the reason for the Christian’s confidence in the face of persecution
I Pet. 3:18; 4:1 
Christ was put to death in the flesh: crucifixion
Made alive in the spirit: resurrection
I Pet. 3:19 “Proclamation” was to be a herald.
I Pet. 3:19-20 
I Pet. 3:20-21 Corresponding to the flood, the fact that only those identified in the ark, baptism saves you.
Not any kind of a ceremonial washing, not any kind of removal of dirt from your flesh, but an appeal to God for a good conscience.
How can we get a good conscience? Through the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus Christ.
Heb. 10:1-7 “I have come to do Thy will”
The will of God was Christ’s death.
Heb. 10:14-19 We have access to the throne of grace because of the New Covenant
Christ, our Passover Lamb, has been sacrificed for us. He is our High Priest.
Heb. 10:19-20  The veil is a picture of Jesus’ flesh, rent for us
John 14:6 He is the Way, the Truth and the Life
Acts 4:12 There is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved.”
Heb. 10:10, 22 No more evil conscience
I Pet. 3:21  My identification with Christ, baptism, now saves me
If Christ had not been raised, God would not have been satisfied with His death
Rom. 4:23-25 Christ was raised for our justification
I Pet. 3:21-22 Christ is seated ABOVE angels, authorities and powers
Eph. 1:18-23 
Glory always follows suffering for the Christian
The spirits that were in prison could have been the angels, the principalities, the authorities and powers that Christ made proclamation to. The proclamation that Christ is over all.
I Pet. 4:1 Put on your armor so you are willing to suffer in the flesh.
What was Christ’s purpose? He was born to die for sin. He did the will of God. We have been given the opportunity to suffer for Christ’s sake, if it is God’s will.
Phil. 1:29-30 
I Pet. 4:1-2 “Has suffered” perfect middle indicative verb: He has suffered, past completed action, present and continuous result.
Because we identified ourselves with Christ, from now on, we no longer live according to the flesh/sin, but it is living according to the Spirit, according to the will of God.
Rom. 6:7 
I Pet. 4:1-2 
I Pet. 4:3-4 “Time already past” is before I was saved
I Pet. 4:4-5 
2 Thess. 1:3-10 
I Pet. 4:6 For the gospel has for this purpose been preached: euengelisthe – To proclaim GOOD NEWS
I Pet. 3:19  Proclamation, which is different than “preached”
“those who are dead” are believers. 
I Thess. 4:13 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that you will not grieve as those who have no hope.
You may suffer, you may die, but you’ve heard the gospel and accepted it. Therefore, death can’t hold you. You will be raised just as Jesus was raised.
I Pet. 4:6… that though they are judged in the flesh as men: en sarki – same word in 4:1 “Christ suffered in the flesh”.
I Pet. 4:6 Who gives them the spiritual life? God 
I Pet. 3:18 Christ…made alive in the spirit, Christ’s body had to be put to death because of sin. I need a new body because my body has been sinning!
Rom. 8:10-11 There is no second chance for salvation
The will of God is that, if necessary, you will suffer, but only for a while.
I Pet. 4:7-8 We need fervency of love because the world hates us
I Pet. 4:8-11
Christ has dominion right now, not just some day.
Your salvation is a death to sin.
Matt. 1:21 You shall call His name Jesus, for He shall save His people from their sin, not keep them IN their sin.
Sin is no longer the habit of my life nor is it the desire of my heart.
Are you doing the will of God?
John 8:20 …for I always and only do the things that are pleasing to Him.
