Why? We submit because God said so and for the Lord’s sake.
Dan. 4:34-35 
God is not answerable to any single man.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Deut. 32:39  None who can deliver from My hand
Ps. 139:13-16
Before God ever brought you on this earth, God numbered your days and you cannot die until God decides!
Everything that comes into your life is filtered through fingers of love; even trials.
Omnipotent: all powerful, rules over all
Omniscient: all knowledge, He knows everything
Ps. 139:1-3 
Omnipresent: all present, so there is no place you can go to hide from His presence.
Ps. 139:7-8
It is easier to submit if you understand and know God.
Is. 45:1-7 This man has not been born yet, but God is calling Cyrus by name! Cyrus allowed the Jews to return to Jerusalem AFTER the Babylonian captivity.
God creates peace AND adversity.
Prov. 16:4 The Lord has made everything for its (His) own purpose, even the wicked for the day of evil. (Hitler became God’s instrument)
We, as children of God, always have the ear of God.
I Pet. 2:13-14
Rom. 13:1-2 There is NO authority except from God, and those which exist are established by God.
1. Authorities are ordained by God
Rom. 13:3-4
2. Authorities are ministers of good and avengers of evil.
Rom. 13:5 
Therefore I am to submit to them for the Lord’s sake and for a good conscience.
I am also to submit because I am a bondslave! I Pet. 2:16
Acts 4:19-20 But Peter and John answered and said to them, “Whether it is right in the sight of God to give heed to you rather than to God, you be the judge; for we cannot stop speaking about what we have seen and heard.”
Matt. 28:20 Teaching them to observe all that I commanded you….
You do submit UNLESS it is contrary to the Word of God.
But if you disobey authorities, you must be willing to pay the consequences.
Dan.3  Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego would not bow
God was ABLE to deliver because He is omnipotent
Dan. 6:10 Daniel continued to pray though the decree had forbidden it
I Pet. 1:5 Who are protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.
No suffering, even unjust suffering, is without purpose.
Rom. 8:28 
If the authority goes against God and His Word, then you do not obey that authority. 
Ex. 1:17 The midwives disobeyed the king of Egypt
I Pet. 2:18, 20 -21 You have been called to suffer!
Rev. 2:10 Be willing even to suffer unto death
Submitting is doing what is right!
Phil. 1:27-30 
I Pet. 2:21-24 Christ left us an example
“Example” is like a pattern to follow
Christ’s example:
1. Don’t sin/ act in unbelief
2. Keep your mouth shut
3. Keep entrusting yourself to God: Pray
4. Trust God for the consequences/judgment because He is Sovereign
I Pet. 2:24-25 We were healed of sin so we could live to righteousness
God can use our unjust suffering to bring the person SEEING us suffering, to Jesus Christ.
Rom. 8:37 We are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.
I Pet. 3:1-2 Wives can win their husbands by shutting their mouths, praying and submitting. He is not listening. You show him by your behavior. 
I Cor. 11:3  The man is the head of the woman and the head of the man is God.
I Pet. 3:3-6 Sarah is given as our example
Ex. 2 God delivered His people. He heard their cry
Cry out to the Lord
2 Chron. 20:8-9  Jehoshaphat cried out to God
Ps. 61:1-4
