Review:
3 Truths About You:
1. Are a partaker of the Divine Nature
2. Have escaped corruption in the world
3. Have everything that pertains to life and godliness
Col. 2:9-10 In Christ all deity dwells and in Him we have been made complete
Col. 1:27 Christ IN you, the hope of glory. It is Christ in me that has made me different. Christ dwells in God and therefore the divine nature dwells in me.
2 Cor. 5:14-17 
How did I become a partaker of the Divine Nature? I had to die, but Christ’s death FOR me took care of the penalty of sin. My death WITH Him took care of the power of sin over me.
2 Cor. 5:21
We picture Jesus as the resurrected Lord, at the right hand of the throne of the Father. Since the Incarnation, when Jesus, God, became flesh, He will always carry with Him the earthly body that He had. 
A new creature in Christ Jesus is one who has the divine nature within.
In the economy of God, before the foundation of the world, God knew that you were going to be saved. When God crucified Christ, He crucified you with Him. God is eternal and does not see time like we do.
Eph. 2:1-2 This is who you WERE before you got saved
Eph. 2:3 We all formerly lived in the flesh. Indulging its desires; by nature, children of wrath. 
Key Books: Romans, Genesis, Revelation and Hebrews
Rom. 6:1-2 How shall we who died to sin still live in it???
Rom. 6:3-4  All of us who have been baptized into His death 
I Cor. 12:13 We have all been baptized into one body
Rom. 6:5
Rom. 6:6-7  Freed from sin’s power and reign
His death set me free from slavery to this body as an instrument of sin.
“Our body of sin” purpose clause in the Greek, “might be done away with”
Done away with: kataregeo – to render inoperative
He who has died is freed from sin: that’s how I escape the corruption that is in the world through sin.
Col. 2:9-11 In Him our body of flesh has been removed; circumcised. 
In circumcision, God has set me free from the body of sin as an instrument of sin.
Col. 2:11-13 
Col. 2:14 
John 8:32  You shall know the Truth and the Truth shall set you free
In salvation, not only did Christ die for me but I died with Him! That’s what set me free from this body of sin and death.
Rom. 6:6 knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin
“Old Man” is only used in Romans 6, Colossians 3 and Ephesians 4, and in every one of them the Old Man died!
Scripture never talks about the Old Nature and the New Nature.
Crucified means put to death. That body of sin is rendered inoperative.
Eph. 4:17-20 
Eph. 4:21-24 You laid aside the old self and put on the new self. That is your condition
Eph. 4:25-32  Your conduct in light of your condition
Col. 3:5
Rom. 6:11-12 Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus. Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its lusts
Rom. 6:13-14 
Rom. 6:16-18 
Col. 3:5-9 
Col. 3:10 You have put ON the new self that is being renewed, to a TRUE KNOWLEDGE
2 Pet. 1:3-5 	
Once you get saved, and learn the basics, you don’t stop! You learn more and more and more which changes you into the image of Jesus Christ.
Christ moving in, is Life in the Spirit.
Rom. 8:1-3 The Law was external and could NEVER make you obey!
Rom. 8:3-4 Christ deposed sin of its power. I walk according to the Spirit which is the Divine Nature.
Rom. 8:9-11 His Spirit dwells in me! The conflict is NOT between the Old Nature and the New Nature (Scripture doesn’t even use those terms) it is between the flesh and the Spirit. If I sin it’s because I choose to sin.
Rom. 1:16 I am not ashamed of the gospel of Jesus Christ for it is the power of God unto salvation for all who believe: to the Jew first and also the Greek.
Salvation from what?  Sin’s penalty yes, but also sin’s power.
Rom. 3-5 Christ died for you     Freed from the Penalty of Sin
Rom. 6-8 You died WITH Him   Freed from the Power of Sin
Gal. 5:16-18 The Conflict is between the flesh and the Spirit.
Gal. 5:21 Those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God
Gal. 5:24-25 Now those who belong to Christ Jesus HAVE crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit. 
The old man is DEAD!! You have been set free!!
You therefore, CAN be all that God wants you to be.
