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Knowing the Truth about You, Knowing the Truth about Me, How are we to live? 
What you do with who you are will determine what it will be like when you see Jesus.
Our Nature Determines:
1. Our Appetite  I Pet. 2:2  As new born babes desire the pure milk of the Word  Matt. 5:6 You hunger for righteousness
2. Our Environment:  I Thess. 5:22
3. Our Associations: 2 Cor. 6:14-16; 2 Cor. 7:1 
4. Our Behavior: Col. 3:2-10 
“You have a new nature in an old shell” Rom. 13:13, 14; Gal. 5:16, 25
We are partakers of the divine nature, so now I have a “new me”.
The flesh will still desire, but you must walk By the Spirit.
How do I walk by the Spirit? By supplying these qualities in 2 Peter 1:5-7
Supply is an aorist active imperative verb. I SUPPLY!!
This becomes a sharp, decisive command.  
This is NOT an option!
Eip    Choregeo   
          It used to mean the wealthy patron would lavishly supply the chorus. This does NOT mean that. This means to telescope, so OUT OF each quality comes another. Supply in a copious or abundant measure. To provide beyond the need. 
To develop one virtue in the exercise of another.  It is an increase by growth not by external junction. Not by adding one thing and then another. Each new grace springing out of, attempting and perfecting the other. (Vincent)
[bookmark: _GoBack]This is something you must put forth effort to; something you must work at.
Supply:
Moral virtue: arête – comes from a verb, aressko; to please. Out of my nature I am to please! The fulfillment of a thing.
Generously supply to your faith = salvation; to your trust in Jesus Christ, etc.
When anything in nature fulfills its purpose, that is virtue, that is moral excellence. 
I am to live like what I am; I am a partaker of the divine nature! Therefore I will live for Him because THAT is what pleases Him.
Rev. 4:11 ….Thou didst create all things. 
Is. 43:7 God formed us for His glory
I Pet. 2:9 …that YOU may proclaim the excellencies of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light. 
2 Pet. 1:3 God is virtuous so I am to be virtuous
Phil. 2:12-13 It is God who is at work in me for HIS good pleasure
It is NOT polishing human qualities. It is producing divine qualities because God has originated them. It is living life on the highest plane.
I Thess. 5:23  …that I might be preserved blameless

Virtue is integrity of Jesus Christ so that you live out all that He is, in you. 
Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn: 1918-2008 “He was a Russian novelist, historian, and short story writer. He was an outspoken critic of the Soviet Union and communism and helped to raise global awareness of its Gulag forced labor camp system.”
Knowledge: gnosis – a seeking to know, an inquiry, an investigation
If you are desiring to please God you’ve got to KNOW Him. Rom. 12:1-2 
The will of God is found in the Word of God  Col. 1:9-10
Self-Control: means to hold ones self in. To get a grip on ones self. You hold your passions and desires in hand. To hold your sexual desires in control.
Where does self-control come from? Your divine nature which comes from God.
This is not a legalistic abstinence. This is a fruit of the Spirit. 
I Thess. 4:3 Abstain from sexual immorality 
Perseverance: Hupomeno, to abide under. It’s that enduring, running and not quitting; determining to go over the finish line. Not giving up or giving in.       
When you DON’T persevere through a trial, you miss that work of God in your life.
Heb. 12:2   Looking unto Jesus, the Author and Finisher of our faith.
Heb. 11:25-27 Moses chose to endure ill treatment with the people of God
Godliness: That quality that makes you distinctive from other people in the world that have a different nature. It is living above pettiness and passions. It is making decisions that God would make. It’s seeking God’s will and God’s way.
Brotherly kindness:  Philadelphia - Kindness to a brother in the faith. Love that is based on friendship. It gives and ministers. It is a practical kind of caring. But it goes beyond that; it telescopes into love.
Love: Agape - loving regardless of how the one that you love treats you or responds to you. Unconditional. It’s a love that sacrifices and lays down its life for another.
Those qualities are in you because YOU have become a partaker of the divine nature. It’s your responsibility to ever increase in doing them. If they are increasing you will have an abundant entrance into the Kingdom.
