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What is more real to you? 
This world or the world to come? 
This Word or the tales of men?

2 Pet. 1:5-7
2 Pet. 1:8-11
IF we supply these qualities and practice them, we will NEVER stumble. 
2 Pet. 1:12 He is reminding us of these things because his time on this earth is very short.
We have a SURE word of prophecy.
Peter wants to remind us of:
1. The qualities of life that give us a certainty about: 
a. Our Salvation
b. Abundant entrance into heaven
2. The Word of God is a surety/certainty against cleverly devised tales of men

2 Pet. 1:8 If these qualities are yours and are increasing…..
If more and more your life is becoming more godly…..
2 Pet. 1:8 They render you neither useless nor unfruitful in the true knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ
2 Pet. 1:9 Be certain of His choosing and calling
What gives you that assurance? Only one thing: A life that is distinctively different. A life that is supernaturally different. 
Matt. 7:21 Calling Him Lord Lord is not a sign that you are truly saved. “Only he who does the will of the Father.”
Matt. 7:22-23 Many will say to me ON THAT DAY: that day when we all stand before the throne and give an account to Him for what we have done
I cannot be lawless if I am supplying these qualities that make me more and more like Him.
The supernatural miracles are not what show you are His: it’s the qualities increasing in your life.
2 Pet. 1:8-9 When these qualities are NOT yours in abundance and increasing they make it hard to see “far away”. They give you a short sighted vision. They make you blind to things that are future so that all you see are things that are near and you get caught up in them. You forget that someday you will give an account! You begin to only look at your present circumstances.
2 Pet. 1:10-11 
You can’t just live on one aspect of the Word of God 
Don’t lose sight of the abundant entrance into the kingdom. Keep adding these qualities to your life in an ever increasing way. (it’s embarrassing to fall, especially if someone else sees it)
Is your life going to show that deep appreciation to Him?
2 Cor. 5:1…a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.
2 Cor. 5:2 For indeed in this house we groan, longing to be clothed with our dwelling from heaven
Phil. 1:23 Paul said, “I want to go and be with Christ”
[bookmark: _GoBack]We are only given a certain amount of time each day: How are we spending our time: On the eternal or temporal?
*2 Cor. 5:9 We have as our ambition, whether at home or absent, to be pleasing to Him.
These qualities not only give you an abundant entrance into heaven, but eternal security.
2 Cor. 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.
Luke 12:45-48 That steward that knew and did the will of God, He will put in charge of all His possessions. But the steward that did NOT, this steward will be beaten with many lashes. The one who DID NOT KNOW it, will receive few.
What is your ambition? Is it to be pleasing to Him?
I Cor. 3:11-14 What is your foundation? The quality will be checked.
What’s more real to you: This world or the world to come?
2 Cor. 4:17-18 ..we look at the things which are NOT seen for they are eternal
Eph. 5:15-16 Therefore be careful how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise, making the most of your time, because the days are evil. 
2 Pet. 1:15-16 This is not FALSE! This is not “cleverly devised tales”.
The fact of the 2nd coming of Jesus Christ implies judgment, that’s why they don’t want to be accountable to Him or anyone else.
I John 3:2-3 Purifying hope
2 Pet. 1:16-18 
Matt. 16:27-17:5 Every man saved, every man lost will answer for his deeds
2 Pet. 1:19 We have a sure word of prophecy

Rev. 22:16 “I Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things for the churches. I am the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star.”
Num. 24:17 “I see Him but not now; I behold Him, but not near; a star shall come forth from Jacob, a scepter shall rise from Israel, and shall rush through the forehead of Moab, and tear down all the sons of Sheth.”
2 Pet. 1:20-21 
What you have you need to remember. You have the certainty of God, not cleverly devised tales.
Are you adding knowledge of that Word to your life? Is that one of the qualities that you are adding? 
More and more we will hear false heresies.
