1. They Teach Heresies
2. They Indulge the Flesh
3. They are Given to Greed
4. They Despise Authority
2 Pet. 2:1 These men are denying the Master who bought them, with His life, on the cross. 
2 Pet. 2:10, 11 
Daring, Self-willed 
Jude 3-4 
Licentiousness: moral anarchy – I will do want I want to do; I live by the desires of my flesh. “You can believe on Jesus Christ, do anything you want to, and still go to heaven.”
Matt. 5:20  Unless your righteousness surpasses that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will not enter the kingdom of heaven.
Jude 8-10 These men walk around according to what they dream up in their minds. When they stand and give their dreams, illusions, visions, they are saying,  “God spoke to me.”  “Hearers only” are deluded by them.
The only way we can know if an experience is valid is if we take it to the Word.
These men so despise authority, they don’t even understand the authority of angelic hosts! They treat Satan flippantly/lightly. 
They have a puffed up impression of themselves with no humility, submission or respect of authority to it. 
5. They Delude their Followers: They teach you false things and eventually you are disappointed and burned out towards Christianity. People that follow them for any period of time are not students of the Word. They are followers of men. 2 Cor. 3 Apollos 
2 Pet. 2:17 The blackness of darkness, total absence of light to it, has been reserved for these people. 
“Springs without water”: springs in the orient were precious to them because it meant water for a thirsty traveler. The traveler runs to the spring because they are thirsty, but when they arrive they find a spring that is absolutely dry. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]John 7:37  If anyone is thirsty, let him come to Me and drink
Jer. 2:13   My people have committed two evils: They have forsaken Me. The fountain of living waters, to hew for themselves cisterns. Broken cisterns that can hold no water.
2 Pet. 2:17 They are mists driven by a storm: When a mist would come, it would fill the air with moisture and provide a shade from the hot, scorching sun. 
These teachers do not provide that refreshing blanket that the people need. They just come along and are taken away by the latest thing.
Eph. 4:11-15 And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers, for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ; until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ. As a result, we are no longer to be children, tossed here and there by waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, by craftiness in deceitful scheming; but speaking the truth in love, we are to GROW UP in all aspects into Him who is the head, even Christ.
Eph. 4:3 Being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.	
These false prophets go after children, those who have JUST come to salvation.
6. They speak great swelling words of vanity
2 Pet. 2:18,19  When those great swelling words “pop” you see they are absolutely full of NOTHING but hot air!

2. They had an experience without a transformation. They had some kind of experience with God, but it never changed them.
3. They escaped the defilements of the world, but they did not escape corruption.
4. There is no change in their nature

Heb. 3:6, 14
False Teachers: 
6. They deny or ignore God’s judgement: they don’t want to hear it
2 Pet. 3:3-4  They are willfully ignorant: they have seen the flood and won’t believe it. Why? Because the flood was God’s judgment of sin.
God allowed the prophets to go out and speak falsely: WHY?  Because the people wanted to hear it.
