Lord is used 2 times in chp. 1, one time in chapter 2,  8 times in chapter 3, 2 times in chapter 4.  Emphasis is on Lordship.
You are to walk under His Lordship and let Him be your Master, your Lord and your God.
Colossians Chapter 1:3-14  Two essentials to walk worthy in the Christian Life
1. The Word of God…Understand It and Obey it
2. Prayer  Col. 1:3, 9; 4:2-3 
Col. 1:9-10
“worthy”:  Weight. My life has the same weight as Christ’s life had.
I John 2:6 As Christ walked, so I will walk
Acts 6:1-4 You should not want them to neglect the Word and Prayer in order to “serve the Lord”, or “serve tables….Are you serving the Lord without sitting at His feet and communing with Him in prayer?
If you neglect the Word of God and Prayer then you will not walk worthy of Him.
Prayer activates the Hand of a Sovereign God.
John 15:7 
Col. 1:3-4 Love is the fruit of true faith. If you are truly born again, love will be there
I John 3 & 4
Col. 1:4-6 The gospel has power in it
John 6:63 Jesus said the Words that I speak: They are spirit and they are life
Col. 1:7-10 
Paul’s Prayer for the Colossians:
Chp. 1 That they will be filled with the knowledge of God’s will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding.
Chp. 2 Paul will warn them against worldly wisdom and philosophy, tradition and empty deception
What is the Goal: That they will walk worthy of the Lord
The Word and Prayer’s goal is to change my life!!
When they Walk Worthy They Will:
1. Please God in all respects
2. Bear Fruit – It is something that you keep on doing because it is evidence of your salvation.
3. Continue to increase in the Knowledge of God: you don’t hit a plateau and then you stop. You can never plumb the depths of the Word of God completely 
4. Be strengthened with all power which will keep us steadfast and patient
5. Give thanks to the Father Who qualified us: not because of some superior knowledge
Col. 1:12-14 God took you out of darkness and transferred you into the kingdom of His beloved Son
“Pastor Hsi” book by:Geraldine Taylor
Hudson Taylor was a missionary to China 
“If you do not cleanse yourself, how can you be an example to others?”
I John 5:15 If we know that God hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him.
Homosexuality, lesbianism, pornography, and drugs are a stronghold of the enemy.
To Walk Worthy you need Three Things:	
1. You must have the knowledge of His will/His Word. 
“Knowledge”: epignosis: a clear, exact, and thorough knowledge. It expresses a more thorough participation in the object of the knowledge on the part of the knower. It is NOT casual. It is digging in to get the knowledge.
“Will”: thelema – God’s gracious disposition toward something.
Rom. 12:1 God shows you His will
Rom. 12:2 Your mind is renewed through His Word
You must be a willing sacrifice, willing to do what He says, obedient, AND you must know the Word of God in order to know the will of God.
2 Pet. 2:20 – 22 So. just knowing is not enough to cause you to walk worthy. 
2. Spiritual wisdom and understanding: knowledge is knowing the facts, but now you need spiritual (pneumatikos: breath, Holy Spirit) wisdom which tells you how to take that knowledge and live it out.   Insight

“Understanding”: that critical insight of knowing how to evaluate anything; people, things, circumstances and feelings. 
Ex. Feeling depressed: that may be how I feel, but I must bring it to the Word of God and evaluate and deal with according to His Word.
Paul was not praying for those people to have a “spiritual experience”. We don’t need that because we are complete in Him. He is praying that they will know what they have in Christ Jesus.
The supernatural has already happened at salvation.
3. Actively live out what you know: pleasing Him in all respects. Application

The Christian life is Christ Jesus: Nothing more, because it’s not necessary. Nothing less because you are complete in Him. It is a relationship, NOT a religion. It is a relationship that is based on appropriation.  
Col. 1:28 This was Paul’s goal – “admonishing every man and teaching every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete in Christ.”
