Col. 1:15 He has FIRST PLACE in Creation, positional.
Matt. 10:34-35 In relationships, He is to have FIRST PLACE
Matt. 10:37-39 The cross is an instrument of death, death to self. He must have pre-eminence
2 Cor. 5:14 The love of Christ controls us: to shut you up to one purpose, one path and one path alone.
If Christ does not have pre-eminence in your life, you will be miserable and end up in sin.
Col.1:19-22 There is reconciliation in Christ, in His fleshly body
Reconcile:  1.To change from enmity to friendship
                     2. Brings a man into submission and harmony with God
He not only brings man in submission and harmony but also creation.
Alienated: perfect tense – past completed action with a present and continuous result. “To transfer ownership from one to another”. 
Eph. 2:1-3 We were sons of disobedience
Col. 1: 13 He delivered us from the domain of darkness
In Christ, we have a Kinsman Redeemer: goel, ga el. A kinsman redeemer would redeem: 
1. One sold into slavery  Lev. 25:47-49 A blood relative could buy back the slave. John 8:34, we were born in sin so we are in slavery to Satan, the domain of darkness. But God doesn’t want to leave us there, so He sends His own Son, becomes a man NOT under Satan, so He is able to redeem man.
2.  The family line or the family name  Deut. 25:5-10; Ruth 4:1-7 Boaz and Ruth had a son named Obed, Obed had Jesse and Jesse had David.
3. The land Lev. 25:23-28; Jer. 32:7-17, 27
4. He was to avenge the blood of a murderer Num. 35:19 Gaal: If you killed my son, you would have to be put to death by ME, as a kinsman redeemer.
In Christ, God has given you a Kinsman Redeemer. God sent Jesus, made Him a man in order to reconcile YOU to God, and give you everything you lost in Adam.
He paid the redemption price, His blood. He not only redeemed you but He also redeemed the family of man. He will redeem the land and avenge your blood, the murder of mankind that Satan brought about when he led man into sin.
Rev. 5:1-10  When He takes the title deed to earth, He redeems the land!
The seven seals of judgments upon the earth as God Himself redeems to Him everything not only on earth but in heaven.
My Kinsman Redeemer will not lose me. He has given me the blessing of knowing that He who began a good work in me, will complete it even until the day of redemption. Phil. 1:6
Col. 1:22-23 
Blameless: a technical term for an animal that has been sacrificed to God because it had no blemish, spot or wrinkle

In Him I have a reconciliation that is going to present me to God blameless, without spot or wrinkle.
Continuance in the faith is the reality of your salvation or,  Continuance is the test of reality. 
He HAS redeemed you.
