Col. 2:11-12 Christ took care of the flesh in circumcision: it is carried out by my identification with Christ
Circumcision: a cutting away that causes something to happen
Gen. 17: 2-14  God inaugurated the sign of circumcision with Abraham(Father of a multitude). Those that are part of the circumcision are part of the covenant.
Gen. 17:17-19 From Abraham came a new nation: Israel. This nation would be identified by their circumcision. Everyone before Abraham was a Gentile.
How is a Christian identified? Circumcision of the flesh
Col. 2:11 Circumcision made without hands, by Christ. The removal of the body of the flesh.
With Jesus, there begins a new people.
Gal. 3:28  In Christ, we are all one in Christ
I John 3:5-9 No one in Christ, sins (present tense) as a habit of life
John 8:36
I John 3:9-10 Christ is the Seed that abides in us 
True righteousness loves the children of God and practices righteousness.
I John 4:19-5:1
Circumcision makes us of Christ’s Seed.
Col. 2:11-12 Spiritual circumcision 
Rom 6:1-4 Why was I identified with Christ? In order that as Christ was raised from the dead, so we too make walk in newness of life.
2 Cor. 5:17 No newness of life? No salvation.

How is this flesh taken care of? Circumcision: the old man died and when it died then my body, which was an instrument of sin, was set free. Holy Spirit is now in me and I walk by the Spirit, not fulfilling the lusts of the flesh.

Col. 2:13-14 
“cancel”: Used for washing over something. Parchment that they wrote on could be washed off and written on again. It was also used for wiping out a memory of an experience. It was also used for canceling a vote, a charge, a debt.
Cheirographon: it means an autograph. It was a certificate of debt where all of your debts were written out and then you signed it. The signing of it was a public confession of the fact that you owed that debt. “Yes, this is a legitimate debt and I owe it.”
Salvation admits that I am a sinner and I need a Savior.

Is. 52:14 Christ did not look like a human being when they finished torturing Him.
Is. 53:5 
I Pet. 2:24-25 
That certificate of debt, Jesus as the parchment, was nailed to the cross. It consisted of decrees against us. But when Christ died our relationship to the Law died. Jesus cried out, “It is finished. Paid in full.” I have been forgiven ALL my sins.
Col. 2:13, 15 God made me alive with Christ. God the Father had disarmed the rulers and authorities and God made a public display of them through Christ.
“Disarmed”: means to divest yourself of something; to cast it off, to get rid of it.
Was it Christ that did it? No. God did
John 12:30-33 Through crucifixion He is going to draw all men to Himself. 
Gen. 3:15 I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her seed; He shall bruise you on the head, and you shall bruise Him on the heel.
At the cross, Satan bruised the heel of Jesus Christ, but in the very bruising of His heel Christ crushed the head of Satan.
John 14:30 The ruler of this world is going to insight that mob and get into Judas.
John 16:11 The ruler of this world has been judged at Calvary.
Heb. 2:14-15 God divested Himself of these rulers and authorities at Calvary. Until Christ paid for our sins, we were doomed for hell. 
Rev. 12:11 They overcame him by the blood of the Lamb.
I Pet. 3:18-20 Christ died for sins, ONCE for all. In the spirit He descended into hell. He also went to those spirits in hell and proclaimed that He had redeemed mankind, divesting Himself of all rulers and authorities.
The world says we need to worship Satan and demons
I Cor. 10:19-20 Behind every idol there is a demon
I John 4:4
If you fear something, you really are worshipping them because you are giving them some sort of reverence, or trust. To worship is to look at something’s worth-ship or something’s value. You are saying that you have to be subjugated to their power.
“There is no need to fear and thus worship these rulers and authorities: angelic beings, demons, Satan. To what you fear, you attribute worth to, to one degree or another. “
When you fear God, you need fear no other.
Col. 2:16 Therefore, in the light of all you are IN HIM:
Col. 2:16-17 Let no one put you under legalism.
The Law was nailed to the cross.
Col. 2:18 Asceticism is self-abasement
Visions – mysticism
Three things you are not to let anybody take you into:	
Legalism  Rom. 7 You died to the Law
Asceticism   “I need to subjugate the flesh”
Mysticism  “ I had the most wonderful experience” or “ Telling about a vision and people flock to hear the experience of the vision, rather than Christ”
I only need a deeper relationship with Christ through a greater, deeper knowledge of His Word.
