How to Possess your Possessions
Romans 15:4
Josh. 1:1-4 
Josh. 1:5 “No man will be able to stand before you all the days of your life. Just as I have been with Moses, I will be with you…”
Num. 26:51 Probably about 2 million people
What do WE need to remember when trials come? What does God want US to know?
When you go in, NO MAN will be able to stand before you all the days of your life!!! 
Heb. 13:5-6 I will not fail you!  I will not forsake you! I will not desert you!
Josh. 1:5 Fail: “Raphah” – to slacken. 
Ex. 4:26 So he let him drop from him. I will not slacken my grip on him. (Context is Zipporah dropping the foreskin at Moses’ feet and God letting Moses alone, not killing him for his disobedience.)
Jer. 38:3-5 It is used for the weakening of the hands, but God’s hands are not weak.
“Forsake”: Azab – to loosen, relinquish
Ex. 17:1-9 First time Joshua is ever mentioned.  Moses is talking to Joshua and he is giving him instructions to go and fight.
Now in the book of Joshua, God is giving Joshua instructions to go and fight!
Ex. 17:8-16
Gen. 3
Gen. 3:15
Gen. 9:18-29 From Ham come the Canaanites
Gen. 15:12-21 Abrahamic Covenant which promises a permanent possession of the land, and a Seed; Jesus Christ
Gen. 37-50 
Gen. 50:25 Joseph’s bones carried to the Promised Land
Ex. 2 Moses is born
The book of Leviticus covers only one month 
Num. 13-14
Num. 14:6-9
Genesis the book of beginnings: sin, the promise of a Redeemer
Exodus which shows us our redemption
Leviticus which shows us, “ Be ye holy even as I am holy”.
Numbers which is a time of testing and people are wandering in the desert simply because they would not believe God. Numbers ends with them in Moab, present day Jordan.
Deuteronomy 34:7 Moses is 120 years old so Joshua must be over 40, 50 maybe even 60. We know that he dies at the age of 110.
Joshua is a reminder and a renewal of the Covenant because the people that have died were the ones exposed to the Covenant, not the ones left here now.
God calls for absolute, unqualified commitment.
Joshua knows his God, he knows the Word of God and God is now commissioning him.
Abraham: 2165 B.C. to 1990 B.C.
It is now about 1405 B.C., time to possess the land. Time to take possession of their possessions!
Josh. 1:5
Josh. 1:6 Be strong and courageous. 
“Strong”: Fasten onto, to seize. God initiates that grip first, but then you fasten on to God and you do not let go.
John 15:16 
Courageous: mentally, physically alert. I don’t want you to fall apart
Psalm 24:1 
God has a grip on your situation, so, you get a grip on God.
This is the way you possess your possessions:
Joshua 1:1-9 
1. Get a grip on God
2. I’m not going to fall apart at the seams. I am going to be alert
3. Do not depart from God’s word: Obey, obey, obey
Obedience to the orders of the Commander is absolutely critical
Prosperous: “Sakal:” An intelligent knowledge of the reason. Success is not prosperity. It is a process of thinking through a complex arrangement of thoughts resulting in wise dealing and use of good practical common sense.
Understanding the situation can determine victory or defeat.
You must stay in the Word if you are going to possess your possessions.
Josh. 1:8 	
Success: you accomplish satisfactorily what is intended.
Meditate: to mutter. As you go through the day, you talk through Scripture,
[bookmark: _GoBack]reminding yourself of what God says: Ponder it.
Make sure you have leisure time with God, not with the restrictions of time.
Josh. 1:9 “Have I not commanded you.” If it’s God’s command to Joshua, it is God’s command to you.
Josh. 1:17-18 
Opposite of being strong and courageous: being fearful and dismayed
Josh. 1:9 ….do not tremble or be dismayed.
To tremble means to shake. To be dismayed means to be broken down by violence and confusion and fear. That is never to happen to you.
God was about to give them The Promised Land, and with that promise, rest.
They have been slaves for 400 years and wandered in the wilderness for 40 years. Now He was about to give them rest.
God has a rest of faith for you when you chose to believe God and to grip Him as He grips you. It assures you of victory.
John 18:12 “I am the Light of the world; he who follows Me will not walk in the darkness, but will have the Light of life.”
