Melted means they have literally been demoralized.

The Christian life is full of possessing our possessions. 
Ephesians parallels Joshua. 
3. God exalted Joshua  Josh. 4:14 We change leaders but we never change gods. God will do something with a new leader to encourage those following.
4. Every action in the affairs of mankind is so that we can know that God is mighty and we fear Him  Josh. 4:23-24
Joshua 5 
Ps. 23:1, 5 He prepares a table in the presence of my enemies
These are adult men, camped on the west side of the Jordan, and now they are going to circumcise the men!! They don’t argue, they know God is with them. Strategically no general would do this to his men, but they know God is there and so they obey. This is the rite of covenant: not the Law. This is the sign of the Abrahamic Covenant.
Gen. 17:14 Covenant is broken when circumcision is not done.
Ex. 4:24-26 “You are a man of Covenant”
Josh. 5:9 Today I have rolled away the reproach of Egypt. Gilgal means rolling to this day.
Memorial and circumcision is done at Gilgal.
It’s the 14th day of Nisan, time to celebrate the Feast of Passover
Ex. 12:6-11 Before crossing the Red Sea, they celebrated Passover.
Josh. 5:11-12 Manna ceases. Manna was supernatural but crops coming up wasn’t supernatural.
God is not just in the supernatural, but He is in the ordinary.
They are in the place of God’s appointment. 
Josh. 5:13 Joshua sees the captain of the host standing before him.
God is not for us, He is not for our adversaries: God is God. The question is, are we for God.
Josh. 5:14 What does my Lord have to say to me?
The captain has a sword drawn; he is going to go before him and fight.
Josh. 5:15 You are standing on holy ground, this ground is consecrated. Know that when you pass this way you are passing on ground that I have made holy.
