2 Pet 1:3 You have been given His divine power
It’s war. You can’t retire. You are a soldier and you are to fight.
Josh. 13-17 The book of Joshua is about possessing the land. It’s like the culmination of Genesis through Deuteronomy.
Josh. 1-4 Preparing to enter the land
Josh. 5-12 They take the land and conquer their enemies
Josh. 13-21 They possess their possessions/Getting their inheritance
How? By following the Lord fully
Josh. 22-24 Serving the Lord in the land
Josh. 13:1 You’re old but I’m not through with you yet!
(Isobel Kuhn…could be “Second Mile People”)
Josh. 13:6-7 Moses did it on the east, you’ve crossed over, now there are 9-1/2 tribes still to be apportioned.
Josh. 13:15
Josh. 14:5 -6 Caleb says Joshua knew what Moses spoke to them
Num. 14:38 Joshua and Caleb remained alive
Why? Num. 14:22-24 The other spies did not listen to God’s voice. Only Caleb and Joshua, who followed God fully. Every man 20 years old and older are totally responsible. Lots of others that COULD have crossed the line and believed God like they did, but they did not.
Josh. 14:6-12 “The word which the Lord spoke”  
Josh. 14:6-8 “but I followed the Lord my God fully”
When you follow the Lord fully, it brings isolation sometimes.

1. He knew God had spoken.
2.  He followed Him fully even though he had to wander in the wilderness for 40 years
3. He remained humble and dependent. He did not become proud

Josh. 15:13 Caleb gets part of Judah’s land
Josh. 15:14-17 
Josh. 15:18-19 The Negev was desert land and she needed water

Josh. 15:18-19 God focuses on a woman!!  “I want a blessing” and God gave her a blessing
I Chron. 4:9 
Women are not usually mentioned in genealogy, but God exalts women 
If you’re going to follow the Lord fully, you can’t look at what’s before you, your enemies, and say, “I can’t do that”, because it does not depend on you, it depends on God.
Josh. 16:4, 10 Joseph’s sons, Ephraim and Manasseh
They received their inheritance but they did not drive out their enemies, they did not follow the Lord fully
Josh. 17:12   The lot for the tribe of Manasseh and Ephraim
“But the sons of Manasseh could not take possession of these cities, because the Canaanites persisted in living in that land.”
Josh. 17:14-15 
Josh. 17:16 ….and all the Canaanites who live in the valley land have chariots of iron…
Why are you looking at those chariots?
Is. 31:1 Woe to those who go down to Egypt for help and rely on horses, and trust in chariots because they are many and in horsemen because they are very strong. But they do not look to the Holy One of Israel, nor seek the Lord!
There is no retirement in the time of war. You are to serve the Lord fully until the coffin lid is closed by God.
