Joshua 1:12-18 
Joshua 22:1-3 
Joshua 22:4 The promise of rest
If you will serve the Lord, no matter what, God will give you rest.
[bookmark: _GoBack]When God is finished with me, I move from a rest of faith, to a rest of heaven where there is no more sorrow, tears or death.
Joshua 22:5….serve Him with all your heart and with all your soul
You can’t love Him, walk in His way and hold fast to Him, without serving Him.
“Serve” is used for the very first time in Joshua in this verse.
“Serve” is in the setting of grace, because He has given them what He promised.
Eph. 2:4-7 
Eph. 2:1-3
Eph. 2:8-10  We are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.
Eph. 4,5 6 Tells us HOW we are to serve
Joshua 22:6 	
Joshua 22:19 “…do not rebel against the Lord”
Only ONE altar in the Tabernacle. 
Joshua 22:23-25 Their concern was that the generations to come would continue to worship the Lord.
Joshua 22:26-27 “We are to perform the service of the Lord.” They wanted the following generations to serve the Lord.
I John 5:18
2 Timothy 1:7
If you are in the place of God’s appointment, then heaven and earth are behind you!
Joshua 22:28 The altar was a witness between the tribes on both sides of the Jordan.
Joshua 22:34 It is a witness between us that the Lord is God.
Do you have a witness? Is there something in your life that reminds you of who you are and whose you are?
Joshua 1:2-3, 5 I will not fail you or forsake you. My hand is not going to slacken and you will not “slip out”. 
Joshua 1:7-9
Joshua 23:1-7 You are going to do the service of the Lord, but, still in your land there are people in your land that are serving other gods. YOU be careful that you do not serve their gods. 
Matt. 6:24 You can only serve ONE god
Joshua 23:8 Whom are YOU clinging to?
Jer. 13:9-11 For as the waistband clings to the waist of a man, so I made the whole household of Israel and the whole household of Judah cling to Me, declares the Lord, that they might be for Me a people, for renown, for praise, and for glory; but they did not listen.
God is Sovereign, but He gives us a choice.
Joshua 23:11-14 They were to take the action and God was standing behind them.
Joshua 23:14 Not ONE of His words failed.
Joshua 23:15-16
Today is the day for you to choose whom you will serve.
Joshua 24:1-3 From ancient times your fathers lived beyond the River, the Euphrates. Now they are living by the Jordan.
Joshua is saying all this at Shechem
Gen. 12:1-7  
Oak of Moreh – means teacher. 	
The Lord has them back at Shechem in Joshua 24.
Joshua 24:3-13 I gave you a land on which you had not labored, and cities which you had not built, and you have lived in them; you are eating of vineyard and olive groves which you did not plant…..GRACE
Joshua 24:14-15  Now serve Him
2 Pet. 1:3 We have everything we need for life and godliness
Col. 2:10 We are complete in Him
1. Now, we are to serve Him:
1. Because we reverence Him
2. With sincerity
3. In truth and faithfulness

2. Put away the gods your fathers served
Joshua 24:14, 16  
Joshua 24:19-20 Serving God is costly. He is holy. He is a jealous God.
“We will”
Mark 8:34-35 You MUST take up your cross and follow Him
Luke 14:26-27 Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after Me cannot be My disciple
Joshua 24:21 No, but we WILL serve the Lord
Joshua 24:22 You have chosen the Lord for yourselves!!!
If you choose God, you choose to serve!
Joshua 24:24-25 
In the very place where an altar was built to God, Joshua placed a stone.
Joshua 24:27 Every time you see that rock, and you deny God, you are reminded of your choice.
Joshua 24:28-29 Joshua was known as the servant of the Lord
What do YOU want to be known as?
Joshua 1 It’s Moses, the servant of the Lord
Joshua 24 It’s Joshua, the servant of the Lord
Joshua 24:31-32 
Genesis 50:24-26 “God will take care of you, and bring you up from this land to the land which He promised on oath to Abraham, to Isaac and to Jacob. Then Joseph made the sons of Israel swear, saying, “God will surely take care of you, and you shall carry my bones up from here.”
Joshua completes the promise.
If He bought me for Himself, who am I going to live for?
He can be trusted, why serve anyone else?
Love Him, Serve Him, don’t turn to the right or the left because if you do, you will regret it when you see Him face to face.
