When is the last time you had a “YES” moment?
Judg. 5:1-2  A cry of praise
The land is going to have peace because the leaders led and the people volunteered
I Thess. 5:1-12 This is NOT the time to sleep, the coming of the Lord is soon!!
Judg. 5:3-5 A call to remember what He did
Ex. 19-20 Where God met with them at Mt. Sinai
Now He meets with them at Mt. Tabor
Judg. 5:6-11 A cause for singing because of the conditions that were overcome
Judg. 4-5 The story of Deborah
Judg. 5:6 Shamgar (Judg.3) rose up and killed 600 Philistines with an oxgoad
Judg. 5:6-9 Joy and exultation. It was so bad in the land at that time that the peasantry ceased. Fields were empty because it was not safe to be out there by yourself. They had to live in the walled villages in order to be safe.
Marauders would come to plunder and steal.
It is not safe in our land because the righteous have become complacent and the immoral have surfaced. There are no laws to restrict them.

Judg. 5:7 I arose, a mother in Israel
What is it that disturbs you in your world, church, community, city…..
Ask God to show you what is going on and what HE wants you to do about it.

Judg. 5:8 New gods were chosen, idolatry. Then, war was in the gates because Israel did evil in the sight of the Lord, so He had to judge idolatry and immorality.

Lev. 20 Death was the judgment in the Old Testament to get rid of the sin

Gen. 49:3-4 Reuben was unstable like water. Flowing but not channeled
Judg. 5:17 Conviction 
Gilead was on the East of Jordan, maybe they were not connected.
Judg. 5:17 Dan stayed in the ships, he was interested in commerce. 
Judg. 5:17 Asher sat at the seashore and remained by its landings. Asher loved home.
Judg. 5:18 Commendation: Zebulun and Naphtali fought. The high places of the field are the hardest places to fight.
Judg. 5:19-23 Collaboration of the Lord
“Waters of Megiddo” is the Kishon River. God fought from heaven. He sent the rain which fills the Kishon and the Kishon fills the valley and creates mud. Chariots don’t work well in the mud. 
Judg. 5:22-23 Curse Meroz because they did not come and help
Judg. 5:24-31 Conquest of the enemy
God uses both the woman who led them to war, Deborah, and the woman who stayed in her tent, Jael.
If you love God you MUST wake up!!
Judg. 4:6 Deborah is down south between Bethel and Ramah. Barak is way north in Kedesh-naphtali
Your Course of Action:
1. Look around you. What do you see that grieves your spirit?
2. Get on your knees and talk to God about it.
3. God will tell you what to do. Then do it!
