Delivering the message with boldness and confidence.
Precept’s Vision statement:
1. To establish you in God’s Word that you would become an exemplary follower of Jesus Christ.
2. That you would view the world biblically
3. You would make disciples intentionally
4. You would serve in the church faithfully in the power of the Holy Spirit
Matt. 28:18-20  All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
Acts 1:8 
John 15:26-27  Holy Spirit will come and indwell us
Delivering God’s message with boldness and confidence 
Remember:
1. You are His witnesses, not the Savior: He is
Acts 2:37-39 The Lord calls people to Himself
Acts 2:47 The Lord added to those being saved 
Acts covers from about 30AD to 62AD
Acts was written in about 63AD
Paul was imprisoned around 62AD
Most of the epistles were written during the time of the book of Acts!
You are His witnesses: A witness testifies of: Jesus, His death for our forgiveness of sins, and that He was buried (died) and that He was resurrected from the dead.
Matthias had to be a witness of His resurrection.
2. As His witness you are under, and have the authority and power of His name.
Acts 2:21 goes with Acts 4:12 There is salvation in no other! There is no other name under heaven given to men, whereby we must be saved.
Acts 2:38
Acts 3 
This lame man has been there, probably, for 30 years, seeing legs go by him, not looking people in the eye!  Ordinary day for him, ordinary day for the apostles.
Acts 3:4  Look at us!
Acts 3:6 I do not possess silver and gold, but what I do have I give to you: In the name of Jesus the Nazarene  - walk!
Acts 3:13-16 God has glorified Jesus, not the man, not Peter, not John, but Jesus because the healing was in the name of Jesus.
This ordinary day has turning into an extraordinary event!
Whatever arena you are in is your platform for Jesus Christ.
Acts 4:12 There is salvation in NO OTHER
Acts 4:7 By what power or in what name have you done this?
In that Semitic world the name carried power with it.
The name of God tells us who He is, and reveals His character.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ex. 6:2-3  God spoke further to Moses and said to him, “I am the LORD, and I appeared to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name, LORD, I did not make Myself known to them.”
Tetragrammaton: YHWH Used 7,000 times in the Old Testament. The Jews called it the great and terrible name of the LORD.
Ex. 3:13-15 
Acts 3:13 The God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, the God of our fathers, has glorified His servant Jesus, the one whom you delivered and disowned in the presence of Pilate, when he had decided to release Him.
Gen. 2:4 This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made earth and heaven.
Deut. 28:58-59 “If you are not careful to observe all the words of this law which are written in this book, to fear this honored and awesome name, the LORD your God, then the LORD will bring extraordinary plagues on you and your descendants, even severe and lasting plagues, and miserable and chronic sicknesses.
Is. 9:6 For a child will be born to us, a son will be given to us; and the government will rest on His shoulders; and His name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal Father, prince of Peace.
Matt. 1:21  “She will bear a Son; and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins.”
Matt. 1:23 “Behold, the virgin shall be with child and shall bear a son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which translated means, God with us.” The trinity lives in you!! 
You ARE His witness.
Jesus is Immanuel, God with us!
John 17:4-6 I glorified You on the earth, having accomplished the work which You have given Me to do. Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was, I have manifested Your name to the men whom You gave Me out of the world; they were Yours and You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word. 
Phil. 2:3-11 
Mal. 3:16 Then those who feared the LORD spoke to one another, and the LORD gave attention and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before Him for those who fear the LORD and who esteem His name.
Your authority comes from knowing Your God through knowing His Word.
Dan. 11:32 ….but the people who know their God will display strength and take action.
You are to deliver the message under the direction of the Spirit
John 15:26-27 “When the Helper comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, that is the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me, and you will testify also, because you have been with Me from the beginning.”
John 16:7-11 
Rom. 10:17 So faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.
They give the message with:
Confidence
Courage
Boldness
Acts 4:19-20 
Acts 4:31 And when they had prayed, the place where they had gathered together was shaken, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak the word of God with boldness. 
Holy Spirit gives you freedom from the fear of man and from the fear of our possessions.
