Do you measure yourself by others? When you do, then do you despair?
For Whom are you living?
What does living for God, in YOUR life, look like? You belong to Him and He has a specific task for you.
Take your life and subtract 30 years, if you can, where were you? Add 30 years: where do you want to be?
Acts 1:8 You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you and you shall be My witnesses….
Witness: everything you do, not just verbally. It is a total package.
How do these lives that God has given us as examples in Acts, teach us about how we are to live?
2nd  Missionary Journey
Peter, though off the scene in Acts, leaves us 1st and 2nd Peter. Dies between 63 and 64 AD
John leaves us the gospel of John, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd John and Revelation. He is God’s choice to close out the Bible. Revelation was probably written around 95 AD.
Paul is going to die in 64 AD. So John lives a long time after that.
John 21:18-22 “Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were younger, you used to gird yourself and walk wherever you wished; but when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands and someone else will gird you, and bring you where you do not wish to go.” Now this He said, signifying by what kind of death he would glorify God. And when He had spoken this, He said to him, “Follow Me!” Peter, turning around, saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following them; the one who also had leaned back on His bosom at the supper and said, “Lord, who is the one who betrays you?” So Peter seeing him said to Jesus, “Lord, and what about this man?” Jesus said to him, “If I want him to remain until I come, what is hat to you? You follow Me!”
Don’t worry about what’s going to happen to John, Follow Me!
Paul writes most of the NT including Galatians, which was written either on his 1st missionary journey, or during his time in Antioch when they go through this debate with the Judaisers. 
Gal. 5:16 -17 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please.
You cannot live in neutral, with you in control.
The most important thing in life is the Holy Spirit’s indwelling.
Gal. 5:25 If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit.
Acts begins with the bestowing of the Holy Spirit.
How do we live in the power of the Holy Spirit?
Eph. 2:10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.
God has specific good works for us to do.
I Pet. 4:10-11 As each one has received a special gift, employ it in serving one another as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. Whoever speaks, is to do so as one who is speaking the utterances of God; whoever serves is to do so as one who is serving by the strength which God supplies; so that in all things God may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom belongs the glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen. 

 
8 observations, IF we want to hear Him say, “Well Done”	
Acts 15:36 
1. Stay in contact in order to strengthen
2. Times of disagreement will come (Acts 15:12, Barnabus is the older in the faith). IN that disagreement, just be sure you are led by the Spirit.
3. As you witness, be sensitive in respect to those that God wants you to pour yourself into. Acts 16 Paul goes to Derbe and Lystra and meets Timothy, whom he disciples. YOU are to make disciples. Avoid unnecessary stumbling blocks. Paul circumcises Timothy (I Cor. 9:19-27), to avoid a stumbling block.
4. Life in the Spirit is being led by the Spirit Acts 16:6-7, 9-10)  
5. Expect opposition Acts 16:16-40; 17:5-10 In that opposition, you need to be led by the Spirit.  Merchant: money, Magistrate: power, authority and domination  Gospel: Paul ends up beaten and in prison. Why doesn’t he pull his Roman citizenship card earlier? He was led by the Spirit not to. The Philippian jailer wouldn’t have heard and gotten saved if he’d done it earlier.   You have to know when you stay, and when you leave. You know Paul is led by the Spirit because he is praying and singing. 
6. You speak God’s word. Acts 16:6, 32; 17:2, John 6:63, Is. 55:11;               Acts 17:11, 13  Don’t alter or compromise it. 
7. Be prepared to experience suffering and disdain. Acts 16:22; 17:5, 18;           2 Tim. 3:12; I Cor. 11:1
8. Know your message and audience. Paul began with God as Creator.
