Dan. 2:20-21 Daniel said, “Let the name of God be blessed forever and ever, for wisdom and power belong to Him. It is He who changes the times and the epochs; He removes kings and establishes kings; He gives wisdom to wise men and knowledge to men of understanding.”
God is superintending this cultural change and is working in it.
Ps. 103:17-21 
I John 2:1-2 My little children, I am writing these things to you so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and He Himself is the propitiation (satisfactory payment) for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for those of the whole world. 
Jesus died for ALL men, whether they receive the Holy Spirit or not. The only reason people go to Hell is because they have not believed in Jesus, not because their sins have not been paid for. 
Holy Spirit is the power that enables us to live righteously.
Heb. 7:23-25 The former priests, on the one hand, existed in greater numbers because they were prevented by death from continuing, but Jesus, on the other hand, because He continues forever, holds His priesthood permanently. Therefore He is able also to save forever those who draw near to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them. 
I John 5:18-20 We know that no one who is born of God sins (habitually); but He who was born of God (Jesus) keeps him and the evil one does not touch him. We know that we are of God, and that the whole world lies in the power of the evil one. And we know that the Son of God has come and has given us understanding so that we may know Him who is true; and we are in Him who is true, in His Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God and eternal life.
Col. 1:27 Christ in you the hope of glory.
Dan. 10:10-13 Then behold, a hand touched me and set me trembling on my hands and knees. He said to me, “O Daniel, man of high esteem, understand the words that I am about to tell you and stand upright, for I have now been sent to you.” And when he had spoken this word to me, I stood up trembling. Then he said to me, “Do not be afraid, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart on understanding this and on humbling yourself before your God, your words were heard, and I have come in response to your words. But the prince of the kingdom of Persia was withstanding me for twenty-one days; then behold, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left there with the kings of Persia. Now I have come to give you an understanding of what will happen to your people in the latter days, for the vision pertains to the days yet future.”
Ps. 2 Refused to kiss the Son and embrace Him
Rulers of Rome during the book of Acts:
Tiberius Caesar  14 AD – 37 AD     Acts begins about 29 or 30 AD
Caligula Caesar   37 AD – 41 AD   this man was absolutely vile
Claudius Caesar  41 AD – 54 AD  
Nero Caesar, son of Agrippina: woman who married Claudius and had Nero, so she poisoned Claudius so Nero could reign. 


Ruling over Jerusalem    
Antipas  4 AD – 39 AD
Herod Agrippa 1st  39 AD – 44 AD  Acts 11:28; 12:1 Puts James to death. Herod died by an angel striking him and being infested with worms.
Herod Agrippa 2nd 44 AD – 100 AD  he rules during the time when Nero is ruling in Rome when they are putting Paul and Peter to death
Matt. 28:19-20; Acts 1:8   GO and make disciples, baptizing and teaching
Baptism of Holy Spirit
If you take it through Acts, letting Scripture interpret Scripture……
Uniting of the Holy Spirit with your Spirit to never leave you so you become a Child of God. It is synonymous with salvation.
