Acts 20:24 
The gospel is what WE are to solemnly testify to.
Paul knew he was bound for Jerusalem but he also knew that he was going to BE bound.
He was willing to go because he did not consider his life of any account as dear to himself so that he could finish his course.
[bookmark: _GoBack]My ministry is no less than Paul’s, because it is GOD’S ministry for me. My scope may be different, but the message is the same: The Gospel
Acts 18:9 
Corinth was the major city in the time of Paul. 
“Corinthanize” meant the lowest of debauchery.
2 Cor. 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat, the bema seat, of Christ, so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.
2 Cor. 5:9 Therefore we also have as our ambition, whether at home or absent, to be pleasing to Him.
What is YOUR ambition?
Third Missionary Journey
Acts 19:10-11 
Acts 19:1 Apollos is at Corinth, Paul is in Ephesus
Acts 20:1 AFTER the uproar had ceased….
Acts 20:2-4 Antioch is in Syria, where they were first called Christians
Luke joins him in Philippi and they sail to Troas to meet these men.
Acts 20:6 Days of Unleavened Bread are  March/April
From Corinth to Philippi is 450 miles, 5 weeks of travel
Acts 20:7 First day of the week, when they are going to break bread: Communion
NOT on the Sabbath, the first day of the week…..Sunday
Paul is NOT going to make it to Jerusalem for Passover but he wants to make it by Pentecost    Acts 2
Paul has not mentioned Troas as being evangelized, but there are believers there.
Talking to them: it was a sharing of the things of the Lord.
Acts 20:15 
Miletus is 30 miles south of Ephesus
Acts 20:16-17 Pentecost is 50 days after First Fruits
This is the first time in Acts that we have Paul, gathered with the elders, giving instructions 
Acts 20:17-19 The Jews were his enemy, not really Rome.
Acts 20:20    Hupostello -  shrink  I didn’t draw back, I didn’t move away, compromise or withhold anything back from you that was profitable
Probably during the day he is out in the publicly teaching and in the evening he’s going from house to house, making disciples.
What is going to be there after he leaves? 
Acts 20:21 Repentance about God: A change of mind about your responsibility toward God. Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Acts 20:22-23  Bound in the Spirit, he is going to be bound by chains.
Acts 20:24 What’s in his course? Chains, bonds, trials
Luke 9:51 When the days were approaching for His ascension, He was determined to go to Jerusalem. (could be translated: He set His face to Jerusalem)
Jesus’ mission, in Jerusalem, was to die.
Luke 9:22 saying, “The Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed and be raised up on the third day.”
I Cor. 11:1 Be imitators of me, just as I also am of Christ
Phil. 3:10-11 that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death; in order that I may attain to the resurrection from the dead.
Gal. 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me.
Col. 1:24 Now I rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and in my flesh I do my share on behalf of His body, which is the church, in filling up what is lacking in Christ’s afflictions.
Some of OUR afflictions are “filling up what is lacking”
He has never visited Colossi but one of his disciples has gone and shared the gospel.
Acts 20:24-25 
Rom. 15:22-33
Paul is writing Romans on his third missionary journey
Acts 20:26-27 
Ez. 2:1-3 Then He said to me, “Son of man, stand on your feet that I may speak with you!” As He spoke to me the Spirit entered me and set me on my feet; and I heard Him speaking to me. Then He said to me, “Son of man, I am sending you to the sons of Israel, to a rebellious people who have rebelled against Me; they and their fathers have transgressed against Me to this very day.”
Ez. 2:4 I am sending you to them who are stubborn and obstinate children, and you shall say to them, “Thus says the Lord God” (give them the Word!!)
Ez. 2:5-7  As for them, whether they listen or not – for they are a rebellious house – they will know that a prophet has been among them. And you, son of man, neither fear them nor fear their words, though thistles and thorns are with you and you sit on scorpions; neither fear their word nor be dismayed at their presence, for they are a rebellious house.
Is. 55:11 So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth; it will not return to Me empty, without accomplishing what I desire, and without succeeding in the matter for which I sent it.
Our job is to be the messenger to preach the gospel. He will save who He wants.
Ez. 3:18-19 When I say to the wicked, “You will surely die,” and you do not warn him or speak out to warn the wicked from his wicked way that he may live, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity, but his blood I will require at your hand. Yet if you have warned the wicked and he does not turn from his wickedness or from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but you have delivered yourself. 
Your blood is required IF you don’t warn them.
Acts 20:28 
Acts 20:29-30 He is talking to the elders: FROM AMONG YOUR OWN SELVES
“Some of you are going to draw away disciples after yourself!! Not Jesus Christ!”
Acts 20:31
To admonish means to warn, it’s not just a sweet message!
Acts 20:32-33 
God’s Word is able to build up
Luke 14:33 “So then, none of you can be My disciple who does not give up all his own possessions.”
If you don’t “wave goodbye” to your possessions, they will possess you.
Acts 20:34-35 
I Thess. 2:9-12; 2 Thess. 3:6-13 You are to work hard and NOT support those who will not work.
Acts 20:36 
Yes they weep, yes they kiss him, but they are READY!!! They have been rooted and grounded, tried and tested and they’ve stood fast.
Yet, among them, there are those who will draw others away.
May we be able to say with Paul: “I have fought the good fight, I have finished the course, I have kept the faith; in the future there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on that day; and not only to me, but also to all who have loved His appearing.
