When we come to Christ, we are bound to Him.
Rom. 6:3-4  Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.
Acts 22:8  Whoever touches us, touches Jesus
Acts 22:10, 14-15 
Acts 9:15-16  Paul has not fulfilled his mission yet. Paul has spoken to the Gentiles and Jews but not kings yet.
Because he is bound to Jesus, because his life is no longer his own, he knows that trials and afflictions and sufferings await him.
2 Tim. 3:12  Indeed, all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus WILL be persecuted.
Acts 22:15 
Acts 23:11 
Jerusalem is the capitol of the Jews: Rome is the capital of the Gentiles, so to speak.
The agony of death has been taken away. When you realize that you are bound to Christ, then you are set free: from the past and from the agony of death.
Acts 2:22-24
Death is not an enemy to us; it is the door into the very presence of God.
Death could not hold Jesus in its power, so it can’t hold you in its power, because sin is what gives death its power and Jesus conquered it!
2 Cor. 5:6-8 Therefore, being always of good courage, and knowing that while we are at home in the body we are absent from the Lord – for we walk by faith, not by sight – we are of good courage, I say, and prefer rather to be absent from the body and to be at home with the Lord.
What bound Paul to Jesus Christ into the will of God?
Knowledge of God? The knowledge of Jesus? NO
There are about 60 references to the Holy Spirit, just in the book of Acts. After Acts 21:11 He is not mentioned again until Acts 28.
What do we learn about the Holy Spirit?
Acts 1:4-5 Baptism of Holy Spirit promised
1. The Holy Spirit baptizes and empowers
What IS the baptism of the Holy Spirit? It unites us forever/identifies us with Jesus Christ; we will never be the same.
Col. 1:26-27 That is, the mystery which has been hidden from the past ages and generations, but has now been manifested to His saints, to whom God willed to make known what is the riches of the glory of the mystery among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory. 
John 14:23  “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our abode with him.”
Eph. 2:22 in whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of God in the Spirit.
I Cor. 6:19-20
Eph. 4:4-6 There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.
Acts 1:8 
Eph. 3:16-21 
2. The baptism of the Holy Spirit is a gift from God. It is salvation.
Acts 2:39 
3. Pentecost unveils the mystery of the church: Jew and Gentile in one body. He unites us to the body of Christ.
First Fruits is the waving of the first fruits of the harvest.
Pentecost doesn’t wave something that has not been ground. Bread, two loaves are waved, which is a picture of the church; Jew and Gentile in one body.
Acts 10 -11  Gentiles coming in to the body.
4. People filled with the Holy Spirit  Acts 4:7, 31; 6:3-5,10
Being filled with the Spirit is different than baptized by the Holy Spirit: filled means being controlled by the Holy Spirit.
Acts 4:8 , 29-31
Baptism is common to all believers.
Filling is very personal
Eph. 5:18 And do not get drunk with wine, for that is dissipation, but be filled with the Spirit
Gal. 5:16-18  But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the Law.
5. The Holy Spirit fills
Is He filling you? Start your day with Him.
6. The Holy Spirit directs, indicates, constrains, and testifies. This is how He directs you.

Even when we suffer, we are to be His witnesses.
Don’t be afraid. You are chained to Jesus. What touches you, touches Him.
I Cor. 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man, and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, so that you will be able to endure it.
