You are going to live according to the Acts you know and have experienced.
The Holy Spirit is indwelling you and is life in the Spirit.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Gal. 5:26 If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit.
Never forget to preach the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus when you share the gospel.
I will die, ONLY, when my mission is complete: my purpose is fulfilled.
Acts begins with a witness to the Jews: those that believed became part of the church.
Acts 10-11 The Gentiles are brought in, by believing in Jesus Christ. They become part of the church. Baptized by the Holy Spirit.
Jews and Gentiles came into the church by believing.
Church: ekklesia – the called out ones.
Called out from being Jews and Gentiles into one body: the church.
 Jesus has been preaching the Kingdom of God for 40 days at the beginning of Acts.  When Acts closes, Paul is preaching the Kingdom of God.
Acts 28:20  Who is the hope of Israel????
Acts 23:6 Paul is before the Council: one group Sadducees, one group Pharisees.
He was on trial for the hope and resurrection of the dead: Jesus Christ, the hope of Israel.
Acts 24:21 …for the resurrection of the dead I am on trial before you today
Without the resurrection of the dead, there is no kingdom, there is no king.
Acts 26:23 “that the Christ was to suffer, and that by reason of His resurrection from the dead He would be the first to proclaim light both to the Jewish people and to the Gentiles.”
Jesus was the first…who’s the second, third, fourth….? 
When He sets up His kingdom, we will reign with Him. 
We are here to build the church of Jesus Christ: anything else we do is secondary.
When he was in prison, for two years, he wrote his prison epistles.
Phil. 1:7, 13, 18
Our reason for existence? To preach Jesus Christ   Acts 1:8
Phil. 1:19, 21-25
In Philippians, he knows he’s not going to die. In 2 Timothy, he knows he IS.
What is the hope of Israel? Jesus: His death, burial and resurrection.
Acts 28:23 When they had set a date for Paul, they came to him at his lodging in large numbers; and he was explaining to them by solemnly testifying about the kingdom of God and trying to persuade them concerning Jesus, from both the Law of Moses and from the Prophets, from morning until evening. 
Apart from Jesus, no Jew, no Gentile, will enter the kingdom.
Gen. 3:15 Sin entered the world
Acts 28:23, 30-31
The gospel is preached to the Jews FIRST.
Paul’s method of operation: first went to the synagogue, and eventually ends up going to the Gentiles in the city.
God is not finished with Israel and has a plan for Israel.
We must deliver the message to them and love them.
Rom. 1:13-18
Romans is written BEFORE his Roman imprisonment, so those brethren that get to Paul during his imprisonment, some of them, have read the letter to Rome.
The gospel is the power of God because it is the message of the resurrection.
Jesus returns before the next kingdom comes.
Is. 49:5-6 And now says the LORD, who formed Me from the womb to be His Servant, to bring Jacob back to Him, so that Israel might be gathered to Him (For I am honored in the sight of the LORD, and My God is My strength), He says, “It is too small a thing that You should be My Servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the preserved ones of Israel; I will also make You a light of the nations so that My salvation may reach to the end of the earth.”
Luke 2:30-32 
Acts 13:47 For so the Lord has commanded us, “I have placed you as a light for the Gentiles, that you may bring salvation to the end of the earth.” 
Acts 26:23 that the Christ was to suffer, and that by reason of His resurrection from the dead He would be the first to proclaim light both to the Jewish people and to the Gentiles.
Acts 28:25-28 The Jews reject again
Rom. 9:22-29 
I’m a vessel of glory!
The Jews are NOT Christ killers. We mustn’t look at them like that.
Is. 6:11-13 The holy seed is in the stump
Matt. 24:14 This gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations, and then the end will come.
Rom. 11:1, 5-11  …salvation has come to the Gentiles to make them jealous.
Rom. 11:12 
Rom. 11:26-32
Rom. 11:33-12:2
Paul LIVED in the will of God.
How does our life compare with what we are reading?
Does the church in America look like the church in Jerusalem?
Don’t stop studying, having a transformation of your mind, so that you can live by every Word that comes from the mouth of God.
Don’t let ANYTHING separate you from His Word.
