“You wear His coat so well”
I John 2:4-6 The one who says, “I have come to know Him,” and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him; but whoever keeps His word, in him the love of God has truly been perfected. By this we know that we are in Him: the one who says he abides in Him ought himself to walk in the same manner as He walked……wear His coat well.

The Blessedness of Believing
Luke 1:1-4
Luke:
1. Luke was faithful in what was handed down to him. He did not keep it for himself.
2. Luke is not an eyewitness but he has investigated it carefully.
3. Luke made an orderly account.
4. So we can know the exact truth.
Who is Luke?
He is probably a Gentile, a proselyte, descended from Gentiles.
He was very familiar with Jewish rites, customs, opinions and prejudices.
He wrote in a Jewish dialect. He uses Hebrew phraseology.
He is not out of sync with Matthew, Mark and John.
He opens up in a pure classic Greek way, not like an Israelite would.
He has probably been educated by Gentiles.
He is only mentioned three times in the New Testament.

Col. 4:9-14  Luke must have hung with Paul because Paul mentions him in his writings.
“These are the only fellow workers for the kingdom of God who are from the circumcision”…..Jews. 
Luke, the beloved physician, sends you his greetings. 
He separates Luke from those of the circumcision, which suggests he is a Gentile.
Luke gives detail like a doctor would.
Phil. 24   (Paul is in prison) …as do Mark, Aristarchus, Demas, Luke, my fellow workers.

2 Tim. 4:11 In Paul’s final imprisonment, Luke is there with him.
Luke was written around the same time as the writings of Peter, John and Paul.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Acts 1:1-2 
This is a God-breathed book
All Scripture is given by inspiration…
1. The gospel is for Jews and Gentiles
2. We need to investigate this thoroughly
Timing: God had been silent for 400 years! Luke tells us who broke the silence.
Gabriel broke the silence. He is a messenger from God who stands in the presence of God.
Luke 1:68-69 
“Horn” is a symbol of power
Gen. 3:15  First promise of Jesus Christ
Gal. 4:4-6 But when the fullness of the time came, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the Law, so that He might redeem those who were under the Law, that we might receive the adoption as sons. Because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into our hearts, crying, “Abba! Father!”.
3. We need to impart God’s word to others. 
Luke did it for one man, Theophilus, but look how it went to others and is part of the four gospels.
What are we doing with just one?
Remember, His coat on you, Christ in you, putting on the Lord Jesus Christ and walking out with that glorious news is a unique combination. The consistency of Christ and all that He is.
Luke 1:5-7 
Luke 1:24-25 
Elizabeth is not embittered; she lived righteously and blamelessly,
Luke 1:8-9 
Ex. 30:7-8; 1 Chron. 24:1-19  
The priests were divided into different divisions and were assigned to do the morning and evening offerings.
GOD is in charge of the lot.
So God chose Zacharias, after 400 years of silence, to hear a message from God.
He was righteous and walked blamelessly…..But be careful. BELIEVE God’s words.

Luke 1:18, 20 
How will I know this? He wants more proof.
Mary
Luke 1:30 
Eph. 1:4  He Chose you before the foundation of the world
Luke 1:31-33
The fullness of time has come!
“How can this be?” How is this going to happen?
Luke 1:34-37 
“Nothing will be impossible with God.”
Are you limiting God?
Luke 1:38, 45
Mary is blessed because she believed.
She is humble.
Luke 1:48, 51-52
She has found favor with God.
Luke 1:53 
Luke 1:17 
What John did, we are to be doing in the world. He is a picture of what God has planned for us.
Luke 1:17, 76-77
Timing:
Does the timing of Luke have anything to say to me in the time in which I am living?
Are you grounded well enough in the Word of God, so that no matter what storms come, you are not going to collapse because you know how Jesus walked and your commitment is to believe what He said and to live accordingly?
Luke 1:78-79 
Mercy: Eleos – Mercy, compassion, active pity, kindness, goodwill toward the miserable and afflicted. 
Luke 1:16  God’s people in John’s day had turned their backs on God.
They are sitting in Darkness.
Is. 9:1 
Is. 7:9 
If you do not believe, you will not last, you will never be able to overcome the anguish, you will never be able to walk in the darkness.
Is. 7:12-14 
Is. 9:6-7 
They are under an ungodly ruler, evil, yet that does not stop God.
1. Unbelief is sin
2. Do you live in and extend to others tender mercy?
3. Do you walk in peace? Luke 1:79 
Because I have Jesus, I walk in peace….if I perish, I perish.
