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Is. 45:22  Look unto Me and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth. 
Charles Haddon Spurgeon was saved at the preaching of this verse
He battled depression, but looked to Jesus for deliverance.
Luke 1   Silence being broken…. Birth of John the Baptist
Luke 2   The birth of Jesus
Luke 3    John the Baptist
Luke 2:10 But the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid for behold, I bring you good news of great joy which will be for all the people;
Luke 2:11 for today in the city of David there has been born for you a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.”
Bethlehem means “house of bread” Jesus has been put in the feeding trough
Micah 5:2 “But as for you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, too little to be among the clans of Judah, from you One will go forth for Me to be ruler in Israel. His goings forth are from long ago, from the days of eternity.”
Gen. 3:15   Promise of the Seed

Micah 5:5 This One will be our peace. 
Luke 2:30-32 Simeon is holding in his arms, the Savior of the world.
Luke is NOT a narrow minded Jew writing that Jesus is only for the Jews.
“A Light of Revelation to the Gentiles and the Glory of Your people Israel.”
Glory: to give a correct estimate of
Is. 43:20-21  To give drink to My chosen people. The people whom I formed for Myself will declare My praise.
He formed Israel and He is the glory of Israel.
Israel is the chosen nation that God called and He has made promises to them. These promises are connected to the One born in Bethlehem.
Luke 3:3 …preaching a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins
Luke 1:76-77 ….to give to His people the knowledge of salvation by the forgiveness of their sins 
Luke 3:4-6 all flesh will see the salvation of the Lord.
This takes you from the birth of Christ to the time when He is the ruler
Ezekiel talks about how He is finished with all the shepherds on this earth and says, “I Myself will be their Shepherd” (Ez. 34:16-18)
Is. 40:1-8
Is. 40 is the pivotal part of the book
1-39  He takes them to the cleaners  
40:1 Comfort My people 
Is. 40:8  The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God stands forever.
Is. 40:9-13
Luke 3:22 and the Holy Spirit descended upon Him in bodily form like a dove, and a voice came out of heaven, “You are My beloved Son, in You I am well-pleased.”
To the time of His birth to about the time that He was 29, God saw Him grow in wisdom, stature and favor with God and men, living in subjection to His parents.
Do we take enough time to sit at God’s feet and grow in wisdom?
Heb. 1:1-3 God, after He spoke long ago to the fathers in the prophets in many portions and in many ways, in these last days has spoken to us in His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the world. And He is the radiance of His glory and the exact representation of His nature, and upholds all things by the word of His power. When He had made purification of sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high.
Heb. 2:1 For this reason we must pay much closer attention to what we have heard, so that we do not drift away from it.
Don’t live on the edge, stand in the middle like John did.
The Four Gospels
Matt. 1:16  It begins with the genealogy of Jesus the Messiah, it ends with Joseph who goes all the way back to Abraham.
Joseph is mentioned 9 times in this gospel: more than any other gospel
He is shown as the protector, the authority, the one spoken to by the angel.
Matt. 1:24-25 Joseph keeps her as a virgin UNTIL she births Jesus
Matthew gives us details of Herod the king, the king of the Jews.
King and kingdom is mentioned 71 times.
Luke 1:5 In the days of Herod (the Great)
The center piece of Matthew: Jesus does this, then He teaches…great discourses
Mark   No genealogy whatsoever
Mark 1:1-2, 4  He covers the calling of the disciples at the Sea of Galilee, Jesus’ ministry in Capernaum, healing, casting out demons, going to the synagogue and then the synagogues throughout Galilee, and healing the leper.
Why? Mark shows Jesus as the Servant, which doesn’t follow genealogy.
King and kingdom is only mentioned 26  times.
The emphasis is straightaway, immediately.
In Luke the genealogy shows up in the 3rd chapter.
He is showing you the details of the man.
Matthew He is the king.
Mark He is the Servant
Luke He is the Man
John He is the Lamb of God, the Word 
Joseph is only mentioned four times and always in connection with Mary.
When the genealogy comes, it’s different: it’s of Mary. You go all the way back to Adam, the first man. Jesus is the last Adam.
King and kingdom is mentioned 50 times in Luke.
The king who is going to be the ruler in Israel, is a human being. It’s a Man. A divinity clothed in humanity.
John1:1, 14  There is a genealogy. John is about the deity of Christ. We have Him as the Word and the Word becoming flesh. He is the Light and Life. He identifies Him as the Lamb of God. You see the disciples following Him before He calls them.
John emphasizes the Lamb of God, the total dependence of the Son on the Father. It is written that you may believe on the Son of God.
Luke 3 puts us into context because he wants Theophilus to know the exact truth. 
Luke 1:5 In the days of Herod king of Judea
He ruled under Rome.
He is talked about in Matthew 2. He was a proselyte to Judaism by force. He never really liked being king of the Jews. He appointed high priests and took their garments and locked them up after the Passover and they didn’t get them again until Pentecost, and then again at the next holiday. He didn’t want them parading around in their garments. Only HE was allowed to be robed in splendor.
Luke 2:1  Roman ruler is Augustus, formerly Octavian. Under him a census is ordered. 
Luke 3:1 Moving from Augustus to Tiberius Caesar who reigned 23 years. He was a scourge to Rome, a terrible mean ruler. 
In Roman reckoning, it would be 28 AD to 29AD.  AD27 to AD28 in Syrian timing. Sometime between AD27 to AD29.
Herod the Great had 3 sons who took over when he died; nine wives and many more sons.
Antipas, Archelaus and Philip
Archeleus reigned 9 years and then because of his crimes, he was banished.
Pilot was the 5th governor and hated the Jews and their ways.
There is a tension between the government and the Jewish people.
Luke 3:7 He is calling the people to repentance
Repentance, Shuv, is Hebrew, and one of the most prominent words in the Old Testament. It means turn.
Wrath is on the horizon, it is part of the Last Days when God is going to pour out His wrath on this world.
Luke 3:8 It is not your birth that saves you but your belief in Jesus the Christ.
Tetrarchs were like civil kings that protected borders.
Luke 3:19 Luke gives an insight into John the Baptist who gives us insight into Jesus. 
Repentance is not just a change of heart but of action and behavior so that as you walk that way, people can see it.
Luke 3:19-20 Chronologically, John being imprisoned probably did not happen at that time. He is just listing the things Herod did that were wicked.
As you study Luke, watch The Man, Jesus.
Heb. 4:15 For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin.
 Wear His coat but make sure above all, that He is your Savior.
