Luke 7:9 He marveled at him…because of his faith
Luke 7:6-7 Just say the word and it will happen
The Centurion understood the authority of Jesus.
John 1:1-5
Gen. 1:1 
Luke 7:50 “Your faith has saved you, go in peace.”
Luke 7:38 
Luke 7:42-47

Do we really believe we have been forgiven?
Faith applied to any situation saves you consternation, turmoil..
Luke 8:22-25 “Where is your faith?”
Take my faith and put it into the storm.
Faith is built on the knowledge of God.
Luke 8:25 Even the winds and water obey Him.
Luke 8:46-48 “Daughter, you faith has made you well; go in peace.”
Luke 7:50; 8:48
Luke 8:49-50 Only believe and she will be made well.
Authority: He heals the woman and raises the dead.
Believe and faith are synonymous.
Faith is recognizing who He is, what He has said and embracing it.
Faith unleashes power.

Eph. 1:19-21 and what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who believe/have faith. These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His might which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come.
Eph. 3:7 I was made a minister of the gospel, according to the gift of God’s grace which was given to me according to the working of His power.
2 Cor. 12:9 “My grace is sufficient for you, for power is perfected in weakness.”
Eph. 3:16, 20 that he would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man. Now to Him who is able to do far more abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according to the power that works within us.
Power is not tapped into apart from faith.
