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When you truly listen, what are you going to learn?
Luke 9:35 “This is My Son, My Chosen One; listen to Him!”
When you share the gospel, it will bring division; it will cause a stir
Luke 9:1-6 The healing is going to be accepted but with that healing, the gospel message goes out as well. “Repent” is the first word when sharing the gospel.
Luke 9:7-8 Herod the tetrarch heard of all that was happening
Luke 9:9 “I myself had John beheaded; but who is this man about whom I hear such things?”
The credit is NOT going to them, it is going to Jesus.
When we step out, we are like the 12. We are to be like His disciples.
I am to point them to Jesus so that they seek Him.
There is only ONE grace that saves, and that’s the grace of God.
Grace is always connected to faith.
Eph. 2:8-9 
John 1:17 The Law came through Moses, but grace and truth were realized through Christ.
If I’m talking about grace and do not talk about Jesus, I have not given the gospel message.
John was beheaded because his message caused a stir.
Luke 3:18-20 Herod locked John up in prison.
Does my life ever bring division? Does my message ever cause a stir?
Luke 7:18-20 “Are you the Expected One or do we look for someone else?”
Luke 7:22-23 Report what you have seen and heard.
“Don’t take offense, John.”
Luke 7:28 
Under the Old Covenant, there was none greater than John. 
Luke 7:29-30 The Pharisees and lawyers rejected God’s purpose for themselves.
Luke 7:34 
Luke 9:9 John has been beheaded. This fact shows that when he was wondering, and his disciples came back with Jesus’ message, he stood his ground. 
There is to be no reserve, no regret and no retreat once you say yes to God.
What will keep you from feeling reservation?
Knowing God. Believing everything He has said, and having decided that you are going to be His disciple.
Dan. 12:1-2 “Now at that time Michael, the great prince who stands guard over the sons of your people will arise. And there will be a time of distress such as never occurred since there was a nation until that time; and at that time your people, everyone who is found written in the book, will be rescued. Many of those who sleep in the dust of the ground will awake, these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt.
Dan. 12:3
When you truly listen you will learn who Jesus is.
Luke 9:18 “Who do the people say that I am?”
Luke 9:19-20 “John the Baptist, and others say Elijah; but others that one of the prophets of old has risen again.”
“But who do you say that I am?” Peter answered and said, “The Christ of God.”
Luke 9:21-22 The elders, chief priests and scribes are the shepherds of Israel!
He will be rejected by THEM! He will be killed and be raised up on the third day.
This whole new revelation to the disciples is not something they understand.
Luke 9:44-45 “Let these words sink into your ears; for the Son of Man is going to be delivered into the hands of men.” But they did not understand this statement, and it was concealed from them so that they would not perceive it; and they were afraid to ask Him about this statement. 
Luke 9:51 He was going to suffer, be rejected, killed and raised the third day in Jerusalem.
When you listen, you are going to learn what it takes to follow Jesus.
Luke 9:23 I must take up my cross, daily.
Gal. 2:19-21 For through the Law I died to the Law, so that I might live to God. I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me. I do not nullify the grace of God, for if righteousness comes through the Law, then Christ died needlessly.
Crucify: it happens in the past and remains to be so. Past completed action. Present, ongoing result.  
Luke 9:23-24 
Take up my cross: my old desires
Luke 9:24-26 This takes you from the cross to the crown
Will you compromise so that you will not offend?
There will be a great clashing with the culture with Christianity.
Is the local church really filled with true disciples?
Luke 9:27 Peter, James and John get this vision.
What does it take to follow Him?
Crowds followed Him, they were fed by Him, but they did not know what it would cost to continue to follow Him.
Rom. 6:1-4 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so that grace may increase? May it never be! How shall we who died to sin still live in it? Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore, we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.
Rom. 6:5-8
Discipleship and salvation are synonymous. 
You are His ambassador to save
Don’t call down fire, don’t be nasty.
Luke 9:51-53 
Luke 9:54-56 The Son of Man did not come to destroy men’s lives, but to save them.
There’s nothing worse than a nasty, mean Christian.
John 3:16 God Loves. God Gives. So we do not perish
Following Jesus Christ calls for complete consecration, total loyalty, and no turning back. 
Luke 9:57-58 If you follow Me, you will have no place to call your permanent home because I may send you out.
This earth is not my home. 
Luke 9:59-60 
It was customary to take care of your parents. But Jesus is saying this is a total loyalty to Me.
Luke 9:61-62 After you make this decision to follow Me, you don’t look back. Once you put your hand to the plow, there is no turning back.
William Borden: He gave his fortune away to missions, but, he never made it to his chosen mission field, dying in Cairo. 
May we live with no regrets, no retreat and no reserve.
