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Lesson 9

Luke 12:35 Be dressed in readiness
Luke 12:35-37-40  Why? For the Son of Man is coming
Luke 12:49 I’ve come to cast fire upon the earth
Luke 11:2 Your kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven
Ex. 12:11 Eat the Passover with your loins girded your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it in haste-it is the Lord’s Passover.
Luke 12  Fear, worry, don’t be afraid, be aware, be alert, be watching
Fear is misplaced trust
Risk assessment: You take the danger, minus the reward, tells you whether it’s worth it or not.
Dan. 3:1-3, 5, 7, 12,14,18  This is a man made image that the king wants all to worship
Dan. 3:15 …”what god is there who can deliver you out of my hands?”
Dan. 3:16-18 Our God is able to deliver, but even if He does not….
Rom 8:35-39 Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will tribulation or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? Just as it is written, “For your sake we are being put to death all day long; we were considered as sheep to be slaughtered.” But in all these things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us.” 
Risk assessment: It’s totally worth it.
Fear can be dealt with if the trust is placed in the right place.
Luke 12:4-5 “Don’t be afraid of those who can kill the body (only); be afraid of the One who can cast your soul into hell.”
Indicators of fear, the reasons NOT to fear, and solutions to fear.
Indicators: how do you know what you fear?
Luke 12:20 God calls this man a fool
Luke 12:15 Beware, be on your guard against every form of greed
Greed is one of those sins that is sneaky. Our “trust” can be misplaced.
Luke 12:19 “Soul you have many goods laid up for many years to come…”
What gives him security and peace? His trust in his resources.
Fear is guiding him to place his trust in his resources, rather than God.
Ask God for your daily bread.
His treasure is in himself, so his heart is in himself. 
Sell your possessions and give them to the poor.
Ask God what He would have you do with your resources.
Eph. 1:2-3,6-8 
Eph. 1:8, 18-19 
This is what we have in Christ!! So what are we afraid of???
Go check your barn and ask yourself, “What am I hoarding?”
That is misplaced trust, and it is foolish.
I Tim. 6:9-10 
Open hands symbolize freedom; clinched fists symbolize fear.
Reasons NOT to fear:
Luke 12:25 “Which of you by worrying…..”
“Hour” is literally cubit. 
1. It doesn’t work. It doesn’t change a thing.
Luke 12:7, 23-24, 30; Rom. 5:8
2. God thinks a lot about you. You are worth a lot to God. He knows that you need these things.
Luke 12:2-3, 11-12,32; I Cor. 4:5; Rom. 2:16
3. The Holy Spirit has your back. Nothing gets past Him. He will tell you what you need to know and what you need to say.
Solutions:
 Beware and Be Ready
1. Beware of hypocrisy, in your own life  Luke 12:1
2. Beware of every form of greed  Luke 12:15
Be ready
1. Like a faithful and sensible steward  Luke 12:42 
Luke 12:46-48  Don’t be like this steward
2 Pet. 3:11-12  
2. Be about our Father’s business
3. Know that there will be division
Luke 12: 51
Micah 7:6 
Luke 12:31 Seek His kingdom
Prov. 3:5-6 
Prov. 3:9-10 Honor the Lord with the first of your wealth
Your “checkbook” shows where your treasure is.
Start giving sacrificially to the kingdom. Be heavily invested in what your passion is, in your heart.
