Luke 1:31-33 Announcement of Jesus’ birth. His kingdom shall have no end
Mark 1:14-15 “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand, repent and believe in the gospel.”
Matthew mentions the kingdom 56 times.
Mark mentions it 20 times.
Luke mentions it 46 times
John only mentions it 5 times. 
Sometimes it’s the gospel of the kingdom.
Luke 23:50-51 The kingdom of God begins with the coming of Jesus: His birth.
Matt. 3:1-2 John the Baptist said, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.”
Matt. 4:17 Jesus said, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.”
Luke 13:3 Repent or perish is the message.
Luke 13:4-5 Unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.
Repent: A change of mind that changes your direction.
The kingdom of God has been predicted and prophesied and now it is being fulfilled.

Luke 12:35  Be ready. He’s getting them ready for the crucifixion and persecution.
Ps. 2:2-6 
Zion is Jerusalem
Luke 13:34-35 You will not see Me – the glory of the Father – until the time comes when you (Jews)  say, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord.”
Your house, the Temple, is left desolate.
Ps. 118:20-22 Stone the builders rejected is Jesus: He has become the chief cornerstone
Ps. 118:22-29
Luke 4:16-19 
Is. 61:1-3 Jesus does NOT read the last part of verse 2.
Luke 13:24-25  They are seeking to enter into the Kingdom.
Gen. 6:3 God’s Spirit will not always strive with man
Luke 13:18-19 
Ez. 17:22-24 
Luke 13:20-21
The kingdom of God moves, expands and gets greater and greater.
How does it expand?
Matt. 24:14 This gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations, and then the end will come.

Luke 14:22-24 There’s still room – It’s still growing!!

John 1:11 Who was invited? His own, but His own received Him not.
Matt. 13:24-43 Parable of the Sower who sowed good seed, but tares were sown among them.

Acts 3:12-15, 17-21 Repent and return!
