Luke:
· NOT an apostle
· NOT an eyewitness
· Doctor
· Traveled with Paul on some of his missionary journeys
· Gentile
· Detailed writer
· Wrote the book of Acts AFTER the book of Luke
· Wrote “Luke” so Theophilus would have an exact truth about the things he had been taught
· He investigated everything carefully, from the beginning, and wrote it down in consecutive order

Luke 1
· 1:13 Gabriel breaks the 400 years’ silence when he appears in Jerusalem to Zacharias, announcing the coming birth of John the Baptist
· Gabriel: last heard from in Daniel. Stands in the presence of God.
· Six months later, he appears in Nazareth to Mary, announcing the birth of Jesus.
Luke 2
· Opens 6 months AFTER John is born.
· Jesus and John are named by God, BEFORE they are conceived.
· Covers birth of Jesus to 12 years old
Luke 3
· John and Jesus are about 30 years old
· John begins his public ministry
· “Baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins” which called people to ACTS of repentance or changed lives.
· The people were in a “state of expectation”.
· John calls Herod out for his sin and Herod, later on, puts him in prison.
· John baptizes Jesus
· God now speaks through His Son. 
· Genealogy of Joseph
Luke 4
· Jesus: full of Holy Spirit, led BY Holy Spirit in the wilderness for 40 days, where He was tempted by Satan…..for 40 days!
· Jesus reads in the synagogue, Isaiah 61:1-2b, sits down, and is ready to teach.
· TODAY this Scripture has been fulfilled in their hearing, but not the last part of verse 2: no day of vengeance yet.
· Spoken well of by all in verse 22
· Gives examples of Gentiles Elijah and Elisha went to, then all the people are filled with rage and drive Him out of the city.
· Goes to Capernaum, His homebase, and they are all amazed 
· Jesus heals Simon’s mother- in- law, then heals the people all night long.
· Called “Holy One of God” by demon in a man IN the synagogue
· Jesus delivers the man.
· Jesus proclaims His purpose: To preach the Kingdom of God 
Luke 5
· Peter, James and John: fishing partners, bring in such a great catch that their boat begins to sink. Jesus calls them to be His disciples
· Leper is healed
· Jesus slips away to talk to His Father
· Friends bring a paralytic to be healed and let him down through the roof. Jesus first tells him his sins are forgiven. THEN, He heals him.
· He knows what is in the hearts of the Pharisees.
· Calls Matthew (Levi) who then invites all of his tax collector friends for a big reception with Jesus.
· Jesus states another purpose for His coming: to call sinners to repentance.
Luke 6
· Knew what Pharisees were thinking
· Heals the man with the withered hand
· Jesus went off to the mountain to pray the whole night
· When day came: He chose the 12
· He healed ALL who came to Him: the sick and demon possessed
· Blessings and Woes taught to His disciples
· Instructions on how to live the Christian life
· Good tree/bad tree     Known by their fruit

Luke 7
· Centurion, a Gentile, who built a Jewish synagogue and loved Israel has a slave that is sick unto death: Jesus heals him, never having gone to the Centurion’s house.
· Only son of a widow, in Nain, dies: Jesus heals him in his coffin
· John’s disciples report to him in prison what Jesus has done
· Jesus gives witness to who John is
· Pharisees and lawyers rejected God’s purpose for them
· “This generation”
· Pharisee invites Him to dine: woman pours perfume on His feet and wipes them with her hair.
· Money lender example: Forgives sins of the woman and says, “Your faith has saved you: go in peace.”
Luke 8
· Jesus is doing what He said He came to do: proclaiming and preaching the kingdom of God
· Women followed Him and contributed to His ministry, out of their private means
· Parable of the Sower
· Disciples: granted to know the mysteries of the kingdom of God
· “Mysteria” – the purpose and plan of God that is being worked out phase by phase over a period of time.
· Trampled seed – unsaved
· Rocky soil seed – No firm root, hard times come and they walk away: unsaved
· Seed among thorns: heard, thorns grew up and choked them out. No fruit.  Unsaved
· Seed in good soil:  heard, hold fast, bear fruit with perseverance.    Saved
· Everyone who hears the word of God and does it are my mother and brothers. 
· Calms the sea
· Demons that Jesus cast into swine, call Him “Jesus, the Son of the Most High God” exactly what Gabriel told Mary He was.
· Jarius – synagogue official – daughter is healed and woman with hemorrhage for 12 years healed.
Their faith healed them
Luke 9
· The 12 are given power and authority over ALL demons and to heal diseases, then sent out to proclaim the kingdom of God
· Told to shake the dust off their feet of cities who don’t receive them
· Herod the tetrarch tries to see Him
· The 12 come back and give a report: then Jesus tells THEM to feed the 5,000!
· “Who do men say that I am?”  “Who do YOU say that I am?”
· Cost of discipleship   “Follow Me”
· Transfiguration
· Father calls Him, “My Son, My Chosen One” and tells Peter, James and John to “Listen to Him”
· Man from the crowd begs Jesus to look at his demon possessed son because His disciples couldn’t heal him
· Argument about who would be greatest in the kingdom
· Jesus knew what was in the disciples’ hearts
· Samaritans would not receive Him
· “Follow Me” and reasons given for not following Him
Luke 10
· 70 others appointed and sent out as lambs in the midst of wolves with power to heal and preach the kingdom of God.
· Also given authority to tread on serpents and scorpions and over all the power of the enemy without being injured.
· No one knows who the Son is except the Father, and who the Father is except the Son, and anyone to whom the Son wills to reveal the Father to
· “What shall I do to inherit eternal life?” said by a lawyer wishing to justify himself.
· Parable of the Good Samaritan
· Mary and Martha

Luke 11
· Lord’s Prayer: focus is on the kingdom of God
· }Teaching us HOW to pray
· }Jesus accused of being of Beelzebul, the ruler of the demons
· }Jesus knew their thoughts (those accusing Him)
· }Jesus called them a wicked generation who seek a sign
· }Be careful what you regard as light –truth
· }Woe to Pharisees and Lawyers
· }Scribes and Pharisees become more and more hostile toward Him
Luke 12
· Beware of Pharisees: Fear God who has all authority even after death
· }Be on your guard against every form of greed
· }Do not worry: Be ready
· }Jesus creates division because He must take first place
· }Analyze this present time for yourself!
Luke 13
· Repent or perish
· }Parable of the fig tree
· }Woman with sickness for 18 years, caused by a demon, is healed by Jesus, ON the Sabbath
· }Kingdom of God compared to: mustard seed which became a tree, and leaven
· }Narrow way to the kingdom of God
· }Woe to Jerusalem
Luke 14
· Jesus heals man with dropsy ON the Sabbath, in a Pharisees’ home
· }Parable of the wedding feast: invite the poor, crippled, lame and blind who cannot repay you
· }Big dinner given with invitations sent out: excuses made for not coming
· }“Everyone invited to eat bread in the kingdom of God, does not always come; but all are invited.” Room is not the issue. The heart is the issue.
· }Cost of being Jesus’ disciple
Luke 15
· Parable of the 100 sheep: 99 represent the Pharisees, who “need no repentance”
· }They are righteous: dikaios–of those who seem to themselves to be righteous, who pride themselves on their virtues, whether real or imaginary. So they were self-righteous
· }The 1 sheep repents, is found/saved
· }Lost coin –one sinner who repents
· }Lost son/Prodigal son who repents
· }Older brother is picture of the Pharisees
Luke 16
· Manager of rich man’s wealth = picture of Pharisees who served wealth
· }“Unrighteous wealth” represented your worldly goods
· }True riches represent the Gospel
· }“God knows your hearts” Jesus said to the Pharisees
· }Everyone is forcing his way into the kingdom of God.
· }Forcing: biazo: to get a share in the kingdom of God by the utmost effort and earnestness. 
· Phil. 2:12 Work out your salvation with fear and trembling
· }Rich man and Lazarus Rich man = Pharisees
