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Lesson 2

What does it mean to really see Jesus?
Who REALLY, in our text, sees Jesus?
Luke 18:18-22
This rich young ruler is still looking for eternal life. He’s not real sure he HAS is.
Luke 18:23 …he became very sad because he was extremely rich.
Rich man:  He was actually a blind man
Luke 18:25-27  It’s hard for a rich man to enter the kingdom of heaven.
Salvation starts with a position of neediness, a condition of desperateness, an awareness of “I don’t have what I need; only Jesus can provide that.”
Prov. 3:5  It is a position of leaning on Jesus
Luke 18:31 …..going on to Jerusalem, everything written by the prophets, about Me,  is about to be fulfilled.
Luke 18:32-33 This is the final journey into Jerusalem: He’s going there to die.
But also to rise again on the third day.
Luke 18:34 But they understood none of these things. It was hidden from them.
Disciples: They were also, temporarily,  blind men.
Luke 18:35-39 The blind man calls Jesus, “Son of David, have mercy on me!”. This was His Messianic title.
This blind man knows he is in need. He KEEPS crying out. No one else would have helped him because he was an outcast.
The blind man: Before he can see Jesus, he SEES Jesus!!
Luke 18:42-43 and when all the people saw it, they gave praise to God.
Luke 19:1-10  Zaccheus: good at his job, because he was rich.
Tax collector was on the chain of society, in the Hebrew culture, below the bottom. He was one who was betraying and stealing from his own people, and giving it to the Romans. He extorts them, taking more than what is owed.
Luke 19:3 He was seeking to see who Jesus was. He really wanted to figure this out.
Luke 19:5 Jesus already knows his name and invites Himself to his house. That meaning was to link arms with him.
Luke 19:6 He hurried and came down and received Jesus joyfully.
There was a sense of urgency, of immediate response to Jesus. 
Luke 19:7 When the people saw it, they all grumbled because He went in to be a guest of a man who is a sinner.
The Pharisees, crowd, did not see Jesus.
Luke 19:8 Zaccheus’s response goes to the heart of the matter: his stuff
Luke 5:26-29 Levi is called by Jesus.  “Follow Me”. Matthew left everything and followed Jesus. He got it!!! Even invited all of his fellow tax collectors to See Him.
Our money is a true indicator of what we truly believe. What we do with our resources, you can’t fudge on. 
If you hold anything back from Him, He doesn’t have your heart.
Is. 58:3-7  You want to have your fasting work? Then divide your bread with the hungry
Luke 19:8 Zaccheus immediately cut his assets in half.
Lev. 6  You add 1/5. 
2 Sam. 12: 5-6  David is angry with Nathan, after telling him about the man who killed the one lamb, “He shall restore four fold”
2 Sam. 12:7 You are the man
Luke 19:9 Today, salvation has come to this house, since he is also a son of Abraham.
Luke 1:69, 71, 77 Salvation is used by Zacharias about Jesus 
Luke 19:10 For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost 
Jesus SEES you. He SEEKS you.
Parable of the nobleman
Luke 19:11-27 
Acts 3:20-21 This is not the same. This is a kingdom to come.
Luke 19:20-22
Luke 19:24-26  To everyone who has, more will be given, but from the one who does not have, even what he does have shall be taken away.
Luke 19:14, 27 The citizens who did not want Him to reign over them,  verse 27 is the parallel verse, the enemies are going to be slaughtered.
Even in this story, there is blindness. 
Luke 19:28 He was going up to Jerusalem.
Luke 19:38  People singing, praising Him.
Luke 19:41-42 But Jesus starts to cry. They are blind.
Luke 19:45-48  Jesus goes into the Temple and finds robbers: Blindness
They don’t see God in Jesus.
The ones you think would NOT see Jesus, SEE Him. It is the exact opposite of what we expect.
We need to examine ourselves: How do WE see Jesus.
Who are we more like?
May the Jesus of the Bible, be the Jesus of our lives.
