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Are you betraying the Son of Man?
Luke 22:1-2 
They are against Jesus because He won’t conform to their way. They had taken the Law, collectively, and had distorted it to their OWN destruction.
They burdened the people.
Luke 22:3 Satan entered into Judas, PART of the 12 that were chosen by Jesus, AFTER a night of prayer.
IF you turn from Jesus, then you are conforming to their side.
Luke 22:53 This is the power of darkness
The world will NOT love you unconditionally.
Luke 6:7, 11-13 It was at this time that He went off to the mountain to pray and He spent the whole night in prayer to God. And when day came, He called His disciples to Him and chose twelve of them, whom He also names as apostles:
Luke 6:14-16 …Judas Iscariot, who became a traitor.
Luke 6:16-18 Judas is seeing the power of Jesus Christ
Luke 9:1-2 And He called the twelve together, and gave them power and authority over all the demons and to heal diseases. And he sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to perform healing.
Judas has been given power over demons!! 
In Luke 22:3 you see Satan entering him! Now Satan has power over him. Judas opened the door to Satan.
John 6:53-54
John 6:39 I will raise him up on the last day
Luke 22:17-21 
John 6:53-64 Unless you “come into a Covenant with Me” you have no life in yourselves…. And I will raise him up on the last day.
This is not like the manna; they ate and died; he who eats this bread will live forever.
“This is a difficult statement; who can listen to it?”
“It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing; the words that I have spoken to you are spirit and are life. But there are some of you who do not believe.” For Jesus knew from the beginning who they were who did not believe, and who it was that would betray Him.
There are MANY who will follow Jesus, see great things and experience great miracles, but He will turn to them and say, “I never knew you.”
John 6:65-67 “..no one can come to Me unless it has been granted him from the Father”
John 6:67 So Jesus said to the twelve, (included Judas) “You do not want to go away also, do you?”
John 6:68 Simon Peter answered Him, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have words of eternal life.”
John 6:69-71 ….yet one of you is a devil. He meant Judas the son of Simon Iscariot for he, one of the twelve, was going to betray Him.
Luke 22:21-23 It was determined that Jesus was going to be betrayed.
Woe to the scribes and Pharisees
Woe to the teachers/ lawyers
Woe to that man by whom He is betrayed
Jesus knows all the Judas’s
The apostles didn’t know
Judas knows now because they’d given him money.
You can’t serve God and money.
John 12:1-3 Six days before the Passover, Mary anointed the feet of Jesus (before Luke 22)
John 12:4-6 But Judas Iscariot, one of His disciples, who was intending to betray Him, said, “Why was this perfume not sold for three hundred denarii and given to poor people?” Now he said this, not because he was concerned about the poor, but because he was a thief, and as he had the money box, he used to pilfer what was put into it.
Luke 22:2-5 They were happy to have Judas in their camp and agreed to give him money.
John 12:7-8 Therefore Jesus said, “Let her alone, so that she may keep it for the day of My burial. For you always have the poor with you, but you do not always have Me.”
John 13:1-11 During supper, the devil having already put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon, to betray Him.
John 13:9-10 If I do not wash you, you have no part with Me.
John 13:18-19 
John 13:24-25 
John 13:25-30 
Judas had all these benefits, yet he is going out to betray Him with a kiss.
Jude 4 “Certain persons have crept in unaware”
Matt. 27:3-5 Judas felt remorse, regret, but NOT repentance.
Is. 66:22-24  “….then they will go forth and look on the corpses of the men who have transgressed against Me. For their worm will not die and their fire will not be quenched; and they will be an abhorrence to all mankind.” Judas was among these people
Are you afraid that like Peter you will deny the Son of Man when tested?
John 15:16 “You did not choose Me but I chose you, and appointed you that you would go and bear fruit, and that your fruit would remain, so that whatever you ask of the Father in My name He may give to you.”
I Cor. 6:9-11 Judas was a thief and a swindler.
I Cor. 6:11 Such were some of you; but you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of our God.
Eph. 2:10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.
Peter denied Jesus, THREE TIMES!! But he repented and walked in these good works.
Luke 22:31-32 Peter stumbled, but he did not fail. Jesus’ prayer was not unanswered. “when you come to your senses, strengthen the brethren”
Jude 24-25  The Lord is holding our hand.
Rom. 8:33-34 Who is the one who condemns? Christ Jesus is He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand of God, who also intercedes for us.
Heb. 7:22-25 He always lives to make intercession for us!!
What do you do with temptations and trials which are tests?
Luke 11:1-4 You pray
Luke 22:40,46 Pray that you may not enter into temptation. Get up and pray that you may not enter into temptation.
Gal. 5:16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.
Jesus knows what you’re going through.
Matt.26:39 “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; yet not as I will, but as You will.” 
Flee youthful lusts
2 Tim. 2:22 Now flee from youthful lusts and pursue righteousness, faith, love and peace with those who call on the Lord from a pure heart.
James 1:13-15 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am being tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, and He Himself does not tempt anyone. But each one is tempted when he is carried away and enticed by HIS OWN LUST. Then, when lust has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and when sin is accomplished, it brings forth death.
Love Jesus
Luke 10:27 “You shall love the Lord your God will all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind: and your neighbor as yourself.”
2 Cor. 5:14-15 For the love of Christ controls us, having concluded this, that one died for all, therefore all died; and He died for all, so that they who live might no longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on their behalf.
We do not have to fail. We have the victory.
If you stumble, get back up, confess it and move on.
May we not, God forbid, betray You with a kiss.
May we be willing to go to prison and death for you like Peter.
