Luke 20:1  A ruling body in Israel
Luke 20:2 
Luke 19:45-46  He had just overthrown a lucrative business in the Temple
Luke 19:47-48  Jesus is teaching daily in the Temple
Luke 20:1 Jesus was preaching the gospel to them. Lost sinners gaining the knowledge of salvation by the forgiveness of sins.  (Luke 1:76-77)
“Where is Your authority for doing these things and who gave it to You?”
Their authority was the law, but they added to it.
Authority: exousia/exesti – it’s permissible; it’s allowable. Permission, right, liberty, the power to do something, authority. Implies that there is a hindrance for you, but now, the hindrance is removed, and you have the capability to do any kind of action.
Right and might: with authority goes power and strength. That authority gives you power and strength to do what you need to do. 
We must live under the authority of what God says, knowing that we will get great opposition.
Luke 20:19-20 People pretending to be righteous – hypocrites.
They want the government to say that the Word of God is wrong.
Luke 20:22, 24-25 
When there is a conflict or digression, to Caesar or God, whose authority are you going to stand under? 
Acts 5:29 But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God rather than men.” We must be willing to take the consequences.
(“For Greater Glory”movie)
Whose authority are you going to live under?
Jesus’ Authority
1. There is life and salvation that is more important than attainment and wealth. Luke 19:9-10 
Zaccheus was the chief tax collector. He had attained great wealth. Yet, he repented immediately.
2. There’s purpose, connection to something far greater than your own kingdom. Under God’s authority you have God’s power. (The 12, and the 70, received His power and authority. Luke 6, 10) Under your authority you only have the power that you can get on your own, and it comes to an end: God’s doesn’t.
Luke 19:12-14 (mina is worth a 100 days’ wages)
Luke 19:17  The more obedient we are to His authority the more blessing we receive. 
Dan. 2:44; 7:13-14 His kingdom endures forever
3. When you are under God’s authority there is an opportunity for you to excel as an individual.  Luke 19:26 To everyone who has, more shall be given: the more you keep the Word of God, more will be given because He can trust you. 
Luke 8:15; Mark 4:20 There is a difference in the harvest. They bear fruit: 30, 60 and 100.
Luke 9:48 Whoever receives this child in My name
4. There’s the Messiah whose authority you are under.
You are under the authority of the King who rides into Jerusalem on a colt!
Zech. 9:9 
Riding in on a colt was a sign of peace. Riding in on a horse was a sign of conquering. 
From now on in Luke: This is the Messiah!!! No more keeping it quiet.
The Christ is God’s beloved Son.  Luke 20:17-18 
Is. 8:9-14 Under His authority He is my sanctuary
John 15:5 I am the Vine and you are the branches 
The Messiah is the God of the living, not of the dead.
Luke 20:37-38 All live to Him!
The Messiah is the Son of David who sits at the right hand of God.
Luke 20:41-43  
2 Sam. 7:16 David is given the covenant promise
“Your house and your kingdom will be established forever”
Heb. 1:1-3, 13 
Rom. 8:17   Joint heirs of Jesus Christ
5. If you belong to Him you have peace with God and the peace of God
Luke 1:76-79 
Luke 2:13-14 
Luke 7:50
Is. 9:6 …..Prince of Peace
Wept: klaio: to weep, to wail, to lament. Not just the shedding of tears, it is an external expression of grief. 
Have you ever wailed for a lost one?
Wailed before God because you have given the gospel and they don’t believe because they have their own version of the gospel? 
Matt. 7:13-14 “Enter through the narrow gate; for the gate is wide and the way is broad that leads to destruction, and there are many who enter through it. For the gate is small and the way is narrow that leads to life, and there are few who find it.”
2 Tim. 4:3-4 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but wanting to have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to their own desires, and will turn away their ears from the truth and will turn aside to myths.
