Jesus began to give them what we call, the Beatitudes.
Blessed: Makarios – blessed is the person who has God’s approval.

The kingdom of heaven is all about a person whose character has changed. He has become right with God.
Matt. 5:20 
Entrance into the kingdom begins with those who are poor in spirit.
Poor means that you are so low, you reach up because you are in such great need. We are in total depravity before God.
Poverty of spirit “earns” you the kingdom of heaven.
Is. 57:15 
Contrite – meek, lowly, those who have humbled themselves before God.
Is. 66:1-2 
When you come to God, if this is your heart attitude, then God will bless and approve you and give you the kingdom.
Is. 6:3-5
When he saw the holiness of God, it brought him to his knees.
Matt. 5:3 “Blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the kingdom of God.”
Poverty of spirit indicates that there is a genuine repentance.
Repent: to have a change of mind. It is a continual dependance on God.
John 7:37
John 5:19 
Jesus always and only did what the Father told Him to do.

Luke 5:8 
Poverty of spirit comes when we see who God is and our absolute need of Him.

Paul had a desire to be righteous. But then the Law hit him, and he saw his own sin.

You’re depending upon God.
