How do you gain power and what will it get you when you gain it?
“Blessed are the meek for they shall inherit the earth.”
He is not telling them how to be righteous or how to be holy, but what the citizens of heaven are like.
Once they see their poverty of spirit they mourn.
Matt. 5:4 
Something has changed in our world, but God hasn’t.
There is a day coming when the Kingdom of heaven will not only be in our hearts but here on earth.
Rev. 21:1-4
What is meekness? 
Matt. 5:5
“Meekness”:That attitude of heart that prostrates itself before the throne of God’s sovereignty in faith’s submission to the will of God. 
It’s a pliability, not resisting God, not fighting against the circumstances. 
It is power under control, that doesn’t retaliate and fight against God, or man.
Ps. 103:19 
Moses was meek
Num. 12:3 Moses was described as being meek, humble, more than any man who was on the face of the earth.
Num. 12:1-2 …and the Lord heard it…
Ex. 2:1-10  Moses didn’t start out humble..
Acts 7:20-22, 29-30
Ex. 2:11-15 Moses rose up in his own strength, not gentleness
Exodus 3-4  God calls Moses, after he saw his poverty of spirit.
Num. 12:5-8 Moses was faithful in all God’s household and God spoke with him mouth to mouth, not in visions or dreams.
Num. 12:10-13 God fought for Moses. And Moses pleaded for Miriam
“God you are the Potter and I am the clay. I am trusting you.”
Meekness is submission of our thoughts, ways, evaluations of a situation, our wills.
Jesus Christ was meek
Matt. 11:28-29 “Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and I will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you, and learn from Me, for I am gentle and humble in heart; and you shall find rest for your souls.” 
Meekness walks in such a way that it brings you rest.
Matt. 11:30 “My yolk is easy, and My burden is light.”
Meekness is putting yourself in a yolk with God and knowing that He is stronger than you.
Meekness: Pliable in the hand of the potter.
Jer. 18:6
Meekness: Submission without resistance or complaining.
I CAN do this because God is sovereign
Deut. 32:30

God, I am yours. 
If we will live in meekness, we will not be fretting.
Ps. 37:7-8
Ps. 37:11,18,22 The meek are the ones who gain the inheritance.
God, teach me where power is, teach me how to be strong.
2 Cor. 12:1-10 
2 Cor. 12:8-10 Paul asked God three times to remove his thorn in the flesh. But God told him, My grace is sufficient for you.
When I am weak, then I am strong.
Paul never asked again. He submitted to God and found his strength, power, and rest.
“Inherit the earth”: Someday we are going to come back to this earth which will be under the rule of heaven. Christ will rule. His nation Israel and you and I will rule with Him. The apostles will rule. David will rule.
Ps. 24:1 The earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof and He can give it to anyone He wants to.
The meek will inherit the earth. How? You become poor in spirit, and you mourn over sin.
