Matt. 5:3 The starting place of where Christianity really begins. That deep poverty of righteousness.
Matt. 5:20 Our righteousness must exceed the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees.
Character of the children of God.
The beatitudes show the Conduct, Character, and Conflict of a true Christian.
At the end of the Sermon on the Mount Jesus clears up the confusion about those who profess to be Christians and those who truly are Christians.

Matt. 5:3-10 These are inclusive for the Christian
Rom 3:10 
To be righteous means I want to be in right standing with God.
Heb. 12:14
This “hunger” is a hunger that means I will eat anything I can get ahold of, so thirsty I will drink of anything I can get.
John 4:10-14 
John 7:37-39
The Spirit would create in us a continual hunger and thirst for righteousness.
John 6:35
We continually come to God by being in the Word of God, by understanding that this is the source, the well spring that you need.
John 7:37 Keep on coming, keep on drinking.
Is. 55:1-2  You there! Everyone who thirsts, come to the waters; and you who have no money come, buy, and eat. Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost. “Why do you spend money for what is not bread, and your wages for what does not satisfy? Listen carefully to Me, and eat what is good, and delight yourself in abundance.”
If you’re NOT hungering and thirsting for righteousness, if you can go for long periods of time without the Word, the source of righteousness, check to see if you are a true believer.

When I hunger and thirst for righteousness, it will make me more like Jesus and my Heavenly Father.
The Tabernacle was a picture of how a man could be right before God.
The bread, the water – the satisfying of the hunger and thirst.
Beyond the veil is the Ark of the Covenant, covered with the Mercy Seat.
When we talk about mercy, we need to know and understand that mercy and being merciful to others, is the lifestyle of the Christian.
Mercy: Having total compassion on someone who is in need without regard as to their worthiness. It’s having compassion so that you move to help them in their need.
