Where do you find peace in the midst of all we are going through?
In a person, THE person of Jesus Christ.
“The government” means the government of your life.
Is. 9:7 
As we come to know Christ and live out the character of a citizen of heaven, more and more the stress and pressure comes off and we learn to rest in Him.
We become more and more like Christ therefore, we bring peace to others.
Luke 2:13-14 Peace among men with whom He is well pleased. It’s not for everyone.
Luke 12:49-50 This is the baptism of the cross where men are reconciled to God.
John 17:4 I have finished the work that You have given Me to do. “It is accomplished.”
Luke 12:51-53
When Jesus comes into our life, He sets us apart. Because we take on the character of Christ, is causes animosity.
We are called to be ambassadors for Christ.
Matt. 28:18-20 Jesus’ final teaching
2 Cor. 5:17-18 
Reconcile: taking two things that are at enmity, separated and bringing them back together. It means to unite two that are at enmity, people, groups, families, etc.
2 Cor. 5:18-21 
Matt. 5:9-10 This is a persecution that comes because you are righteous, you are living according to God’s righteousness.
Matt. 5:11-12 You are in good company when you’re persecuted.
There IS a reward coming and it will be great.
Matt. 23:30-31 Persecution can also come from religious people, not just the world.  They don’t like the righteousness of Jesus Christ and they don’t want others to be followers of Jesus Christ.
If you are a son of God, the kingdom of heaven belongs to you, you WILL be persecuted.
