Matt. 5:20
Christianity is a matter of the heart and mind and living in the light of it.
Character, conflict, and conduct. Conduct which is not determined by the culture around us.
Let your passion come under the control of the Holy Spirit that lives inside of you.
Scribes and Pharisees had an external righteousness; it was not out of their heart.
Lifestyle shows what’s in the heart.
The way that we live is absolutely critical.

Matt. 15:18-20
Every life has value. Every life has purpose.
Ps. 53:1 
Matt. 5:23-25 We are to be peacemakers.
Matt. 5:3-8 He has told them what their character is supposed to be.
Matt. 5:27-29 Anyone who commits adultery as a habit of life is going to hell.
He isn’t literally telling us to pluck our eye out, but go to whatever extent you need to in order to not sin.

Job 31:1
Matt. 5:30 Your righteousness has to exceed that of the Pharisees and scribes
Matt. 5:31
Deut. 24:1-4 This was actually a protection for the woman whose husband was going to write her a certificate of divorce.
Mal. 2:16 
Matt. 5:31-32 There is only one thing that breaks that covenant of marriage.
Adultery, with your eyes or flesh.
Heb. 13:4 Marriage is to be held in honor among all, and the marriage bed is to be undefiled; for God will judge the sexually immoral an adulterers.
Matt. 5:33-35 You can’t make a vow with things you have no power over!
Matt. 5:36-37 Your words are so important. Don’t be double tongued.
Matt. 5:38-42 He is NOT saying we are to become doormats to the evil people of this world. 
Ex. 21:22-29  The judgment was to be a fair judgment. Punishment matches the crime
Lev. 24:17-22 
He wants us to be meek and merciful in this situation and you don’t go after everything you can get.
Intent of the Law: LOVE
Matt. 5:43-45 
Matt. 5:9 Blessed are the peacemakers. So, if you’re a peacemaker you want to win them for Christ
Matt. 22:34-40
Matt. 5:44-46 When our emotions, desires and thoughts take us contrary to who we are, to what we are in Christ, we need to pause and remember: We are sons of the Father and we are to be like Him.
