There’s going to be a conflict because we are becoming more and more like Christ.
Matt. 5:11 
Matt. 5:13-15 You ARE salt and light
You are a light that God has lit.
Matt. 5:16 
Every time you live as salty light and walk as Jesus walked then you are lighting up the world.
Salt: Jesus is saying that you are a preservative. 
Judg. 9:45
Think of how gossip stops and filthy talk ceases when you come on the scene…..
You stop corruption by your very presence.
This is a sign that you are being used by God and your life has purpose. 
Col. 4:6
It is important for us to remember that we are salt, and we need to REMAIN salty.
Salt was sometimes used as currency.
When there was no salt left in the “block” it was thrown down and trampled upon.
Stay in the Word so you remain salty.
Your speech and way of life is different; it is on a higher plane.
Phil. 3:20
I Thess. 1:10
When you get too busy for the Word, you forget how you are to be.
Matt. 5:13 
The world has high expectations for the child of God. They expect you to live on that higher plane.
John 1:9 Jesus is the true light
Every man does not respond to the God consciousness that Christ puts in us.
We are the ones that are a deterrent to evil in society.
Think about how great that darkness will be when Christ comes to get us: the light will be removed.
Are you making a difference in your neighborhood? Your work? Your community and your church?

Grace is never a license to sin; it is power to live righteously.
Matt. 4:17 
Heb. 8:10-12 
I Cor. 11:1 We are to become imitators of Christ
John 5:19
Jesus was the manifestation of the fulfillment of the prophecies that had been given about the Messiah.
Matt. 5:18-19 
Do you realize the significance of your life and how valuable you are to the kingdom of God?
Deut. 6:5
Ex. 20:3-17
When we live righteously, we are teaching others by our life and by our lips.
We also teach it by giving mercy.
All those blessings that Matthew 5 starts out with are US! 
How can I ever fulfill the Law?
When we become a child of God, we get the Spirit and thereby, fulfill the requirements of the Law.
Rom. 8:1-2 I will never be condemned, judged for my sin, or see hell.
Jesus has given us the power to live righteously and NOT in sin.
Rom. 8:3-4 
Matt. 5:20 
Sin will not be the habit of my life.
John 14-16 
Rom. 8:5-6 
Matt. 5:20 My greatness in the kingdom of heaven, depends on the fact that I walk according to the Law of God, that I fulfill the righteousness of the Law. I only do this by walking by the power of the Spirit
Gal. 5:16 
Even if someone professes to be a Christian, but does not live righteously, they do not know God.
My righteousness exceeds the righteousness of the Pharisees and scribes because they live it externally, but not internally. Their heart was not right.
Matt. 5:21-22 
NEVER think someone is worthless.
