Romans 3:21-26

Justification – a forensic term, a legal term. An act for a guilty sinner. The purpose of the Law is to expose our sin. So, justification is an act where a guilty sinner is declared NOT guilty as God imputes to him His righteousness.

In justification, man’s sins are remitted and he is reckoned as righteous because of faith in the satisfactory sacrifice of Christ’s blood.

Heb.9:22.. Without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sin.

Dorean – without a cause; done freely

We are totally unrighteous because of sin

Sin is:

1. A Debt – Paid – Justification  You owe God absolute righteousness.

    Colossians 2:13  And when you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins…
All – Past, present and future

John 19:30 It is finished – Tetelestai – used when a certificate of debt was paid in full!!! Our certificate of death was nailed to the cross.

        It is Well with my Soul:

“My sin – oh, the bliss of this glorious thought
My sin, not in part, but the whole
Is nailed to the cross and I bear it no more

Praise the Lord, praise the Lord, O my soul!!!”

2.  A Disease – Healed – Sanctification    I Pet. 2:24, Is. 53, Romans 5:12
3.  A Departure – Brought Back - Glorification  I Pet. 2:25, John 10 I will not lose you. 

Justification comes through redemption which is in Christ Jesus.

John 8:34-36  Redeem – buy out of the market; out of slavery to sin.

Redeemed – exagorazo = to buy out of

Apolutroō – to release by paying a price.

What is the price? Free to me, but it cost God His Son.

It cost the Son His life – His blood – sinless, perfect blood that only He could give.

I Pet. 1:18-19  Redeemed by the blood of the Lamb.

Justification comes through redemption because God’s holiness is satisfied – propitiated.

      Redeemed, How I Love to Proclaim It:

“Redeemed how I love to proclaim it!

Romans 3:24-25   

Propitiation – the removal of wrath by offering a gift. God is holy and righteous and because He is holy and righteous He must condemn sin. So, He brings the God-man – flesh and blood – Jesus, to pay our debt. Jesus’ blood satisfied the righteousness of God, therefore my sin/wrath could be removed.
Lev. 17:11 The life of the flesh is in the blood. Take away the blood and you have no propitiation. 

Lev. 16:14-16 Day of Yom Kippur – Day of Atonement

Goat represents sin (not a lamb)

Propitiation – noun  Hilasterion in the Septuagint (Greek translation of the Old Testament)

I John 2:1-2 He Himself is the propitiation – the Mercy Seat!!!!

I John 4:10  He is the satisfaction

Heb. 10:1-3

Heb. 10:4-7

Heb. 10: 8-9

Heb. 10: 10-12  Once for all. HE SAT DOWN!!! Praise you Jesus.

Heb. 10:13-14

Redeemed by the blood of the Lamb. You are redeemed – never to be sold back to sin.
